At this juncture J. W. Humphrey, 
the officer who handles the cash for 
the Kent County Tempérance Associa- 
tion came up and the President said:

"Here, now, is Mr. Humphrey, treas­
urer of the association, a leader of 
a church choir, a teacher of a Sab- 
bath school class and, when occasion 
demands it, a minister of the Gospel.

A DESERVING WORK.

Geo. Buskin, of the Colportage Mission 
of Algoma and the Northwest, is making his 
annual visit to Chatham in behalf of its 17th 
years work. Thirty thousand copies of 
scriptural books in twenty languages, have 
been supplied by its agency and hundreds of 
mile* of the district have been travelled in 
the work. For 25 years they have sustain­
ed prayer and gospel services for laborers, 
Indians and settlers, also 38 various editions 
of necessary books and tracts have been 
published for the work in five languages at 
a cost of several thousand dollars. The 
limited means for its support fail to meet 
the cost incurred of purchases, publishing, 
premises, travelling and paid assistants em­
ployed for longer or shorter periods, the 
average annual income being less than 
$1500. The work is well-known, but is not 
denominational, imitation of Christ being 
the profession and principles pursued, which 
covers the whole duty of man. The call is 
made earlier than usual, many demands be 
ing made for payment of accounts, which by 
God's help will be discharged, though at 
present the mission is unprepared to do so. 
Mr. Ruskin respectfully asks of those who 
have the power help, but cannot go to the 
work, to kindly renew their substantial 
help and esteem it a privilege to be workers 
together with God and His servants in His 
good cause. Two thousand are necessary ts 
discharge obligations and make some neces- 
sary improvements.
