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Mow “Hum** Dtvrcna.”—The 
good Reformers of Qoeens County, 
N. B., righteously indignant at the 
Tory attempt to regain power after 
the Pacific Scandal, and the thou 
■and other groea acts of corruption 
committed by them, resolved at the 
election last year to crush ont Tory 
bribery and rascality In that constit­
uency. Their pure and patriotic 
efforts were not without success ; the 
base corruptionists were utterly 
routed; the county was redeemed 
and disenthralled from the debasing 
Influences of Tory gold, and the 
honest Reformers there have been 
rejoicing In the consciousness of 
their good deeds up to the 16th Inst, 
when a number of them—John 
Ferris, Lachlan Ferris, Geo. C. King 
and others were served with writs at 
the Instance of some diabolical and 
corrupt Tories, to recover the pen 
ally Imposed by the Dominion law 
for certain acts of bribery and cor­
ruption alleged to have been done by 
them, of course to elevate the stand­
ard of public purity and to rebuke 
those who sold the Pacific charter. 
The penalty In each case Is à forfeit­
ure of $200 and disqualification from 
voting or holding a seat in Parlia­
ment. We are sorry to learn these 
wicked Tories are likely to succeed 
in their malevolent designs,—an­
other instance of how the pure In 
heart are persecuted by their ene­
mies and have to suffer for their 
principles.

To shew the otter duplicity and 
want of gentlemanly feeling of these 
Tories, we need only refer to one 
case. One of the leaders of this 
noble band of Reformers intimated 
to a voter who bad voted for purity 
at elections, to follow and watch him 
closely, for In case he should happen 
to drop a five dollar bill by pure ac 
cident of course, it would be well 
not to have It lost. Strange to say 
a five dollar bill did drop out of his 
pocket and it so happened It was not 
lust. The utter meanness of the men 
who can construe such a trivial coin­
cidence into anything Improper, 
shows the natursl depravity of the 
Tory heart.

As sure os you are pre­
sent, if the same Board, is returned, as I 
believe they intend, with the exception ol 
one man—and except for that man we 
would not know about the position of the 
Bank to-day—mark, mark my words, this 
Board will continue to act, as they have 
done for the last thirty days. I know a 
widow who has sold out her stock at two 
dollars a .hare ; and who has purchased 
this stock? The Directors. (Groans end 
hisses. ) And in six months, who will o vn 
the Bunk ? Sir Francis Hincks and the 
Directors.

The motion was carried.

Mb. Jolt has refused a coalition, 
and with Mr. Huntington and the 
Messrs. Langelier is stumping the 
Eastern Townships in view of a 
general election. Mr. Joly having 
once appealed to the country, it is 
not likely the Governor will so soon 
sanction a second dissolution. It 
is improbable he can prolong the 
agony mneh longer.

Haight, and was then made Secre­
tary of the Senate of the United 
States as a reward for hie honesty, 
which ho retained till March last, 
when the Democrats attaining a 
majority there, ho was çiven his 
walking ticket. The third party 
are the old line Democrats, and the 
fourth the Working Men’s party or 
the Kearneyltes—a now party that 
has suddenly developed wonderful 
strength and discipline. Kearney 
himself is not less unique than his 
party—his violence towards his op­
ponents—his denunciations of them 
as “ hell-hound villiuns,” “ lecher- 
ous bond-holders,” &c., &c„ are as 
striking as his personal mastery 
over an ignorant and consolidated 
mob.

Silver in New Brunswick.—The 
.S’iln says : “ There is no longer
any doubt of the existence of silver 
in our New Brunswick rocks, and 
in paying quantities. Wo have 
been shown during the past twenty- 
four hours some samples of silver 
bearing quartz, which at a distance 
of only twenty or thirty feet from 
the surface produces, by careful as­
say, about 20 oz. silver to the ton 
and about 80 per cent, of lend ; and 
it keeps improving os the shaft is 
sunk. The ore-streak has been un­
covered to a width of six feet. The 
mine is situated near deep water 
and not very far from St. John City.
In fact, there is reason for believing 
that wo have in New Brunswick 
what will prove to be a silver mine 
of great viuuo.

Capture of Cetewayo.

Cetewayo, Sopt. 18.—Gen. Wolsoly 
telegraphs that all the important 
Zulu chiefs have now submitted. 
When Cetewayo was captured he 
was utterly prostrated and his fol, 
lowers were too weak to resist 
The King and his followers wore 
taken to Ulnndi. During the march 
eleven of his followers tried to es­
cape; six wore successful but the 
other five were shot.

Further particular of the cap­
ture of King Cetowayo have been 
•eccivod. It was somewhat by ac­

cident that the capture was affected, 
A patrol of Lai rig's Dragoon Guards 
scouting in the heart of the Niceme 
forest fell upon his trail, followed it 
up, anil ran him to earth. Finding 
himself surrounded and resistance 
being altogether impracticable, the 
Afi ienn monarch advanced to the 
captain of the patrol and tendered 
him his surrender. Ho was in a 
greatly exhausted condition and 
bore on his person evidence of much 
privation, suffering, and mental dis­
quietude: but ho maintained re­
markable self-composure, and in 
offering his surrender said he had 
no doubt his captors would extend 
to him the right of a royal prison­
er of war. All the important Zulu 
chiefs have now surrendered, or 
made their peace with Sir Garnet 
Wolsely, and the task remains of 
perfecting by wise civil measures 
what has boon accomplished by 
this long, disastrous, and costly war.

London, Sept. 18.—Lord Bcncons- 
field delivered a speech at the Agri­
cultural Banquet at Ailesbury to 
day. Referring to American com­
petition with Great Britain, he said 
the greatest apprehension in felt in 
the United States that they cannot 
compete with Canada, owing to 
their taxation and high wages. 
Since the surrender of the territory 
of the Hudson Bay Company, Ca­
nada has become possessed ot an 
illimitable and fertile wilderness, 
Nearly all the chief land holders in 
the extreme Western States of 
America have sold out and gone to 
that wilderness and begun the work 
of cultivation there. He had heard 
on high authority that Canada ex­
pected to outstrip the United States 
in competition for European 
markets.

Times are very dull here in com­
parison with last summer : we have 
no elections, qo campaign speeches, 
no pic-nice, nothing to liven us up, 
nothing doing to let outsiders know 
we are in existence at all. The Muni­
cipal Election will soon be on band, 
and perhaps that will Induce our 
fluent speaking politicians, or rather 
those who desiie to style themselves 
as such, to give Ibtir views, and as­
sist Iheir friends In the selection of 
the most competent men as council­
lors. ’Tie rumored that Councillor 
Riley will he opposed by Messrs. 
Carroll, Rayworlh, and perhaps 
others. It is not definitely under­
stood ae yet whether Councillor 
Avard will again offer for honors.

Money ie very scarce here, aa in 
other parte of the Province. Pro­
duce ie verv low, and can hard'y be 
sold for cash at all. Sheep and cat­
tle arc the only cash articles we 
have, and our enterprising buyer, 
Mr. Patrick S. Mihonev, hss made 
several shipments lo Halifax this 
season, and I presume, Intends to 
continue the trade the remainder of 
the season. We wish him success 
in bis undertaking, ae it may be the 
means of circulating money largely 
amongst os, as It will Induce our 
farmers to engage more extensively 
in the raising of cattle and other 
profitable stock.

The Crops.—We leard" from a 
gentleman juet returned from a trip 
thorough Albert and Kings and the 
up river Counties aa far as Flour- 
euceville, in Carleton, that the crops 
are first-rate throughout all that 
county. Only In parte of Kings and 
Queens did be hear any complaint, 
and that was from an early froat 
having In those localities injured the 
laic buckwheat and a few of the 
gardens. Wheat and potatoes are 
good, and it Is thought by some 
that there will be enough wheat 
raised in the river counties for home 
consumption untill another crop is 
grown.

BurrzR and Cheese.—The rise In 
butter and cheese nearly two weeks 
ago Is still sustained, as will be 
seen by the endorsed market report 
from the Montreal Gazette.

Dairy produce was In good shipping de­
mand lo-day and prices were stronger. A 
brisk enquiry was experienced tor line 
belter both on home and export account, 
and higher figures were obtained. Stocks 
here are very light, and these arriving 
meet with quick sole. A lot of 400 pock- 
sges of fine Morrisburgh was «old to ar­
rive at 14c., and a car load of choice Mor- 
■isborgh on spot changed hands at 14eX- 
A round let of choice Townshlpe brought 
16c., snd a pretty fair tot of ISO tube of 
Townships was placed at 18c. ; 66 pack­
ages of Western were disposed of at 11c., 
and a tot ol 40 line Townships at I4)4c. 
There Is still a good demand tor poor and 
medium grades for Germany, large quan­
tities ol that class having been sold in New 
York. The cheese market was strong 
with a fair enquiry. The Liverpool cable 
took o rest to-day at 40s.. which It needed 
after that smart little apart from 28a to 40s. 
A large transaction here la said to be on 
the tapis.
