After a most severe winter, fraught 
with blizzards, cyclones, and destructive 
storms, our favored friends across the 
border are in various portions of then- 
territory now suffering from the effects 
of severe floods and already the losses arc 
estimated at millions of dollars. In Hr 
linois, Iowa, Michigan and Missouri, 
tracts of country twenty-five miles in 
length are deep under water, destroying 
the crops and drowning the stock, wash­
ing away the farm buildings and render­
ing the lines of railway impassible. The 
inhabitants aie camped on the high 
lands in an almost starving condition and 
food has to be sent to them from more 
favored places, and many people, tenants 
on the rich bottom lands have left for 
other parts or are about leaving having 
lost their all, having become tired of liv­
ing in a locality where they are subject 
to such periodical visitations.

Reports from other portions of the 
United States mention destructive raids 
of the army worm, and our neighbors 
over the bonier are deeply sympathized 
with in the serious troubles with which 
they are afflicted. ' V

How thankful the people of Canada 
ought to be that they live in a more 
favored clime, where such visitations are 
almost unknown.

American papers report that the Pre­
sidential campaign is well under way, 
and conventions to choose delegates to 
both Republican and Democratic con­
ventions at Chicago and St. Louis are 
going on all over the country.

A New York letter of May 16, says
“ Perhaps the most significant of these was 

the convention of the Democrats of this state, 
which met in the Academy of Music here yes­
terday. It was the most representative party 
convention held in this state for many years, 
and the significance of this will be appreciated 
when it is said that the convention unanimous­
ly went for Cleveland. . Their delegates were 
instructed to vote for him at the St Louis 

-convention, and resolutions extolling the prin- 
ciplea of taxation laid down in the President's 
message were passed amidst much enthusiasm. 
The Republican State convention met at the Buf­
falo Music Rail to-day and appointed delegates 
to Chicago. The mention of De pew’s name 
called forth a tremendous outburst of applause 
Connecticut Republicans met at New Haven 
to-day when the chairman’s allusions to Blaine 
and Depew were applauded vociferously. Their 
platform declares in favor of the protection of 
all American interests, condemns the policy and 
course of the Democratic party generally and 
pledges hearty snpport to the candidates 
nominated at Chicago. The Nebraska Repub­
lican State convention has elected delegates to 
the Chicago convention, who are not instructed 
bat favor Blaine. "

Sir,—I have the honor to transmit for yonr

As the prohibition enacted in these 
statutes against advertising, printing and pub­
lishing notices of lotteries is generally over­
looked in this province, I deem it my duty to 
caution editors of newspapers and the public 
in general against the infringements of the 
statutes in that be"half by balling attention to 
those provisions of the law, and to the penal­
ties incurred by those who infringe the same. 
I would very much regret to be obliged to have 
recourse to severe measures, but I will be com­
pelled to do so if the present official notice 
does not attain the desired end.

Washington, May 15, 1888.
The Senate’s treatment of the fisheries 

treaty Saturday was thoroughly charac­
teristic. No objection was raised to the 
publication of the majority and minority 
reports of the committee on foreign af­
fairs, but the grealei number of Senators 
present at the executive session were 
either opposed to letting any report of the 
general discussion be given to the world, 
or were undecided what to do, and 
therefore voted to postpone considera­
tion of the subject. This was a straddle 
of the main question for which the ene­
mies of the star chamber mummery may 
bi thankful, for it is at least an advance 
miljjhc position held by the Senate for so 
mauy years past. The committee’s two 
reports, divided by a sharp party line, 
add nothing valuable to the literature of 
the treaty episode. The same ground 
has been gone over and over, in the 
Senate and in the newspapers, and all 
the committee has done is to group the 
arguments on each side and present an 
abstract of them. The Republican ma­
jority, in addition to criticising the 
treaty on Its merits, condemn the coarse 
taken by the President to procure the 
treaty, in summoning a conference of 
plenipotentiaries without any authority 
from Congress..and Indeed, in defiance 
of a resolution adopted by the Senate in 
February, 188G,- that au international 
commission “ charged with the consid­
eration and settlement of the fishing 
rights of the two governments,” etc., 
“ ought not to be provided for by Con­
gress.” The minority met this last 
point with the argument that the resoln- 

riion quoted simply limited the share of 
Congress in the business, and did r.ot as­
sume to interfere with the constitutional 
right of the President to negotiate a 
treaty, and the President, on his part, 
had made no attempt to trespass on the 
constitutional prerogative of the Senate 
to give or with-hold its consent to any 
treaty he negotiates. Party distinctions 
having been so carefully observed in the 
committee, it Is highly probable that 
they will appear in the general vote also, 
and that the treaty will fall to secure the 
Senate’s consent.

The democratic members of the House 
ways and means committee have decided 
to consent to an extension of the gen­

eral debate on the tariff bill, which was 
to have closed Wednesday next, to the ! 
following Saturday. This decision was 
arrived at this Saturday morning after 
consultation with, leading republican 
members, and the assurance was said to 
have been given that the extension would 
not result in auy postponement of final 
action on the bill.

The matter has been under considera­
tion for a day or two. At the meeting 
of the democratic members of the com­
mittee Saturday, the extension was de­
cided on ike-probability oei-jg that such 
an extension w uld really be a saving of 
time.

Congressmen Martin of Texas, lias 
again distinguisbed himself, and is once 
more the principal topic of conversation 
among his associates. Mr. Martin did 
not intend to speak on the tariff bill, but 
soma of the jokers of the House told 
him that his colleagues from Texas were 
afiaid he would do so, and they were 
doing all they could to prevent him front 
appearing on the floor as a speaker.

Wolvertou and Lord Revelstoke, Vue lat­
ter being head of the firm of Baring Bros. 
Sir Chai les informed the banking firm 
ihat he had invariably’ refused to take 
auy part or he connected in any way 
with the commercial transactions of any 
kind. Ho proniised, hixvever, to tele­
graph the government explaining liow 
the matter stood and if the government 
desired him to act as a joint trustee with 
Lords Wolverton and Revelstoke for 
these bonds, he would do so.

A STORMY SESSION.

Winnipeg, May 16.—It was a quarter 
past seven when the Legislature ruse this 
morning, after an all-night session ,which 
was characterized by. some of the liveliest 
scenes ever witnessed in a de iberative 
body. Charges and couuter-cha rges were 
hurled across the house, members shook 
their fists at each other, ami j“ liar,” 
“scoundrel” and other pet names wefe 
amongst the pleasantries of the evening. 
At one time Gaelic, French ami English 
were spoken at once.’ Several times 
pandemonium was let loose ; at another 
the house was Speaker-less. Tha Opposi­
tion was apparently determines that the 
Government’s motion should not be sub­
stituted for Mr. Noiquay's asking for a 
royal commission to investigate Mr. 
Greenwav’s charges against him, and as 
the Government would not accept Mr. 
Norquay’s motion, a talking match com­
menced. It was confined pretty nearly 
to the Opposition members, who taunted 
the Government with cowardhe in not 
accepting the gauntlet Noiqiay had 
thrown down. Norquay himself made 
several eloquent speeches, and for the 
first time this session rallied the whole 
strength of the Opposition aro.ind him. 
He appealed for the same British justice 
that the meanest criminal in :he laud 
would receive, and denounced the Gov­
ernment for cowardice in trying to iuipli-. 
cate him with others. Both sides assert­
ed they would fight it out if look ail 
summer. Shortly after 1 o’clock, while 
a substitute for the Speaker wuspresiding, 
he being an Oppositionist, he discovered 
there was no quorum and left the :haml er, 
the mace following. A hurriec! consul­
tation was held by the Govcrnraent and 
A. F. Martin soon reappeared with the 
mace. Speaker Glass refused to occupy 
the seat and A. F. Martin wan elected 
Speaker for the day. The delate then, 
continued until 3 o’clock, when there be­
ing no sign of surrender on either side, 
efforts were made to effect a con promise. 
The Attorney-General stated t re Gov­
ernment had not decided to criminally 
prosecute Norquay, nor did it. intend 
to. The Opposition demanded if there 
was a prima facie case against him, but 
the Government would make no further 
statement. Several members of the Op­
position accepted the explanation as satis­
factory, as Norquay did shortly after, 
and all the motions dn the questions 
were withdrawn. This afternoon the 
Attorney-General moved that W. R. 
Murray, provincial auditor, should be 
dismissed on account of the state of af­
faira shown to exist in his office by the 
statement in the budget speech. Murray, 
with counsel Howard and Cassidy, ap­
pealed before tlie Bar of the house and 
quoted from Todd that the house could 
n 4 summarily dismiss him, but must first 
make specific charges and furnish them 
to him, and afford him the fullest oppor­
tunity of meeting them. The correctness 
of this was admitted, and Martin, feeling 
it was impossible to secure a committee 
of membera o«’ing to the lateness of the 
season, moved for a royal commission to 
investigate the condition of the office and 
the cot duct of the auditor, which motion 
carried.
