MARINE DEPT.
Mr. Fraser Tells of Irrefdarities 

aid Over Charges.

(Special Despatch to the Times.)
Ottawa, Ont., June 17.—The inquiry 

before Judge Casse is into the affair?» of 
the Ma nine Department was continued 
this morning, tin» chief witness being At­
torney -General Fraser, who drew atten­
tion to several iaataaices of irregulari­
ties in the matter of purchasing suppli.» 
for the department. While no actual dis­
crepancy might have been wnown in the 
cash, Mr. Fraser was inclined to think 
that there was some extravagance and 
lack of care evident on the part of some 
of the officials. These instances, how­
ever. had for most part already been 
mentioned in the Attorney-General's re­
port to the department. Mr. Fraser said 
that he had frequently called the atten­
tion of Deputy Minister Gourdenu to the 
high prices paid for goods and to failure 
to call for tentiers in Rome ease*.

In this connection the witness quoted 
from his annual report of 1905. He had 
particularly objected to the purchase of 
glass and silverware for the. Govern­
ment steamer Montcalm. These supplier 
had been purchased through P. ,1. 

j Coughlin & Co., of Montreal, and a com­
mission of 5 per cent, or $1.100 had been 
allowed Mr. Coughlin over and above 
amount called for by the contract.

1'his amount had been refunded by 
Coughlin after investigation by Attor­
ney-General, although the Deputy Min­
ister would have allowed it to him.

Mr. Fraser also referred to a certain 
letter to the department from Coughlin, 
purporting to show that silverware 
bought for the private use of Col. Gour- 
deaus was purchased for the, Govern­
ment. After finding that some of the 
vouchers presented by Col. Gourdeau 
Commander Spain and Mr. J. F. Fre.ser, 
Commissioner of Lights, could not be 
relied upon, the Attorney-General had 
concluded to place no confidence in them, 
as being uncorroboratable evidence that 
prices mentioned and charges made were

In the case of Commander Spain, the 
witness had found that the former’s ac­
counts for travelling expenses were 
padded. Charges had been made for 
travelling expenses when the Commander 
was not out of the city. In one year, 
after checking up the Commanders’ ac­
counts. as presented, the Auditor-Gen­
eral had ordered a refund of $701) to 
$61)0. He had reported this padding of 
accounts to the Deputy Minister and 
also to the Minister.

Wemei as Social Members—Elec­
tions This Afternoon.

Toronto, June 17. -Discussion of the 
proposed amendments to the constitu­
tion occupied the members of the Su­
preme Court of the Independent Order of 
Foresters this morning, and will in all 
probability keep them engaged during 
the greater part of the day. The elec­
tion of officers will take place this af­
ternoon, and the question of the adjust 
ment of rates will not likely be reached.

In connection with the first report of 
the committee on the constitution and 
laws, presented by Mr. W. H. Hunter, 
several changes in the constitution and 
laws were adopted, in accordance with 
suggestions made in the appendix to 
the Supreme Chief Ranger's address. 
Tlie total disability department is to he 
abolished, and its functions transferred 
to the mortuary department, as was 
the case formerly.

It was definitely enacted that the 
offices of secretary and treasurer in lo­
cal courts should not be combined in 
one position. This has not been hither­
to clearly stated in the constitution.

After September 30th next applicant» 
initiated shall be considered to lie the 
age of their nearest birthday to the data 
of initiation, up to the present their age 
at their last birthday has been accept­
ed.

Women may be admitted as social 
members of companion courts or courts 
into which both sexes are admitted. 
Other amendments of a minor nature 
were also disposed of.

MAN MURDERED.
Hotel Mil Killed la His Shack Near 

Rechester.

Rochester, N. Y.. June 17.— Lying in a 
pool of blood, with his skull crushed, 
“Bill" 1-oomis was found murderecl this 
morning in his shanty near the Empire 
Coke Co. plant at Border City, just 
outside Geneva. Ijomois kept a saloon 
in his little shack. His body was found 
behind the bar. Beside him lay a broken 
beer glass. He was evidently killed by 
a blow on the head from a heavy club 
or iron bar. His skull and jaw were 
fractured.

Loomis, who was 65 years old, lived 
alone in his shack, and was known far 
and wide in the community. His watch 
and money are missing. It is thought 
his assailants intended to hide their 
crime by means of fire, as part of his 
clothing was burned. Evidently, owing 
to the stuffy condition of the place, the 
flames died out.

A Corner in Real Heroes.
In a little chapel in New York City 

there is erected a plain brass altar cross 
that bears this inscription:

“To the glory of God, and in loving 
memovv of William Miller. Born Sept. 
11, 1890. Departed this life Oct. 3, 1903.”

Many a visitor has asked who was this 
little thirteen year old boy and what did 
he do to have such a memorial as this in 
the chapel. Then comes the story, for 
little Willie Miller gave his life to save 
his two younger brothers. On that Octo­
ber afternoon he was hurrying the two 
little fellows across one of New York’s 
crowded streets, holding a hand of each, 
when they saw a trolley car coming 
rapidly down the street. In sudden j
fright one wished to go one way, the • 
other the other, and there waa no time 
for Willie to make them reasonable. 
Letting go of their hands he just man­
aged t-o push them both off the track 
into safety as the car came down upon 
them. They picked the boy’s body up 
deed, but his spirit speaks to all those 
who look at the cross which stands there 

his memory. Last October in New 
York also. Henry Voir, another little 
hero, only eight years old. lost his life 
in - much the same way after saving his 
little sister.Florence.

A small girl last year in Williams- 
bridge. Theresa Flood, eleven years old, 
had such a chance to prove herself a hero­
ine, as seldom comes to children. The­
resa’s baby brother, only two and a half 
years old. fell into a bonfire near his 
home and was so badly burned that the 
doctors said there was only one chance 
for his life. That was that enough skin 
could he grafted on to the baby s body 
from other healthy people to cover the 
terrible burns. Little Theresa was the 
first to offer, and four weeks iu the 
hospital she lay strapped to the baby 
unable to move while ten pieces of her 
skin were grafted on to his little body. 
It was only when the doctors saw she 
was growing to weak to stand it longer 
that she was removed, and in spite of 
the great pain that the operation meant, 
she did not complain all the long four

A long way away, in Switzerland, lives 
the last hero for the comer for this 
time. Anna Kurbli is a young Swiss girl 
whose brother Carl is a chamois hunter 
on the great Swiss Alps. One Saturday 
evening having gone out hunting, he did 
not return, and Anna at daybreak sert 
out to search for him. Six thousand 
feet up she climbed until she found his 
trail, and at last her brother himself 
lying unconscious, his thigh broken by a 
fall. Making a sort of splint out of her 
Alpenstock, she first of all spliced the 
broken leg and tied it firmly up. Fearful 
of leaving him there while she went for 
help, she decided to carry him home her­
self. Being a strong, sturdy mountain 
girl, she lifted her unconscious brother 
to her hack, and carried him all down 
that great steep again to their
