LONDON, April 27.—Parliament roas- 
sembled on Monday, after the Easter va- 
cation, only to waste another week. Little 
real business has been done. The minis­
terial defeat on Tuesday, on the cattle 
plague bill, was a protectionist victory 
The Government, every member of which 
is steeped to the lips in pledges to free 
trade, gives way, and sanctions an amend­
ment compelling the Privy Council to 
exclude cattle from every country where 
it is not satisfied both with the sanitary 
condition of the cattle and with the suffi­
ciency of the laws for regulating the im 
port and export of cattle, and for pre- 
venting the spread of the disease. This 
completely shifts the burden of proof, and 
might prohibit the importation of cattle 
from Illinois because the disease existed 
in Texas. To prevent this anomaly, the 
Ministers insert in the bill, “ country, or 
a specified part thereof, to,” avowedly for 
the benefit of the United States.

The most important event abroad has 
been the extraordinary magnificent recep­
tion given to the Crown Prince of Aus­
tria by the Sultan ; £200,000 was spent 
on the festivities. A new palace was spe- 
cially built, with the finest new furniture. 
Meats were served in dishes of pure gold, 
and at one of the festivals the whole court, 
thousands of soldiers and the entire fleet 
took part. The criticism passed on thia 
laborious attempt to conciliate the future 
ruler of Austria, and render him proof 
against any desire to annex Turkish ter­
ritory, is that the Crown Prince has seen

PORT SAID, April 24.— Half of the

NEW YORK, April 24.—Articles of 
association of the Provincial Steamship 
Co. were filed to day.

FALL RIVEE, Mass, April 24.—The 
Sagamore mill, one of the largest cotton 
mills in this eity, was totally destroyed by 
fire thia evening. The loss is estimated 
at $600,000, insurance $600,000. There 
are suspicions that striking spinners ef 
the mill set the building on fire. At any 
rate the character of the fire, when dis­
covered, was such as to leave no doubt of 
its incendiary origin.

CINCINNATI, April 24.—The American 
oak leather tannery, occupying a full 
square, was burned thia morning. It was 
the largest establishment of the kind in 
the world. There were 45,000 hides in 
the factory. The loss will reach $400,- 
000, insurance $300,000. There have 
been 400 persons thrown out of employ­
ment.

LONDON, April 24.—Several sums of 
money which were forwarded to the 
Times to form a fund for the rescue of 
Gen. Gordon have been returned to the 
donors, as it is anticipated that direct 
Government intervention will render the 
subscriptions unnecessary.

CETRO, April 24.—A cabinet council 
was held thia morning, at which the Khe­
dive presided. It was resolved that an 
immediate despatch of troops to Upper 
Egypt was imperatively necessary. Nu- 
bar Pacha, prime minister, was directed 
to submit the resolution to the British 
Government.

LONDON, April 24. —In the House of 
Commons, Mr. Gladstone refused to state 
what reply had been sent to Egypt’s 
suggestion in regard to the relief of Ber­
ber.

DES MOINES, Iowa, April 27.—Infor­
mation has been received here of the bru­
tal murder of Hiram Jellerson, near Au­
dubon, this State. Jellerson, a harmless 
old farmer, sixty-five years of age, lived 
with his wife on a farm. On Saturday 
night four men entered the bedroom, 
dragged them from the bed and pulled 
the old man’s hair and whiskers out by 
the roots. They then wrapped his shirt 
about his head, dragged him naked to a 
tree and hanged him. Mrs. Jellerson 
came to the door and tried to alarm the 
neighbors, the nearest of whom lived 400 
yards away, but the murderers, who had 
finished their work and started to ride 
away, prevented her by threatening to 
hang her also. There is no clue to the 
perpetrators of the crime, as the night 
was too dark for Mrs. Jellerson to distin­
guish their features. There are strong 
auspicions that some of the family are 
mixed up in the murder.

DUBLIN, April 27.—A council was 
held at the war office thia morning.
