Further cable
advices siate that in the preceding week imports of
foreign wheat into London were modérate. The
demand was chiefly of a retail character, as town
millers were determined to hold off until they
should see some better ground for the existence of
the quotations in America than speculative enter-

was veny steady. The weather was variable ; vege-
tation was bhekward and reports of the condition of
the growing wheat varied. Supplies for the week
ending on the 21s8 ult. showed a large deficiency.
The total was equal to otily 263,135 %o 201,987 qrs.
of wheat, which shows a deficiency from 162,000 to
187,000 qrs. This comtinued deficlency has been
telling om stocks of wheat. Those at Gloucester de-
creased 85 per cent. and Bristol 81 per cent.;
sod in the whole Kingdom the reduction of the
stocks ‘of wheat during January is computed
at 27 per send.  The total supply for the season also
is begimning to look small. The met imports into
the United Kingdom from the 1st of September to
the 3ist of January amount to abowt 8,000,000 grs,
whilst S$he farmers’ deliveries in the same period
are computed at 2,600,638 qrs, forming together a
total of 10,090,000 qrs ; last year in the correspond-
ing peried the imports were 5,507,000 qrs, and the
farmers”Seliveries 4,881,900 qrs, er together a total
of 10,481,900 qrs ; there is thus but s small excess
of supplies in the present d with
last. The quantity of wheat and flour in transit
showed a decrease Iast week, and stood om the 26th
ult. at 1,860,000 quarters, against 2,(97,000 ¢

on the 13¢h uit., and 1,862,000 quarters on the cor-
responding date in 1879. The expected arrivals off
coast were 450,000 quarters in February and 550,-
000 quarters im March, which Beerbohm declares
0o be very insufficient im view ol the
wants of the United Kingdom and the Continent.
Continental advices by mail state that in France,
owing to the small reserves of wheat still remain-
ing in farmers’ hands, and the dificulty of trans-
port along the ceunsry roads, supplies of grain a$
the departmentsl markets were again om a very
moderste seale. At the same time the demand was
dissppointing, and millers had little encouragement
$o opemate, owing to the decline in the value of
fiour. The week's analysis of the wheat trade
showed a fall in forty-four and a rise in two out of
eighty-two markets ffom whence reports have been
received. Imactivity has prevailed in the principal
ports, and forsign wheat barely maintained former
prices, ewing S0 the scarcify of buyers. At
Bordestss and Nantes, red winter wheat was quoted
»t equal 90 568 £0.57s per 480 Ibe.  In Beigium im
ports were small and markets quiet; at Antwerp, red
winter wae beld at about 543 0d, and Californian a$
5280 8fs 6d per qr. In Germany there wasa fair
amount of setivity prevalent in the Berlin wheat
market, and prices at one time advanced 2} marks.
The improvement was, however, subsequently lost.
At Hamburg there were na. supplies by water from
the interior, ewing to the frosty weather, but navi-
gation wae still open for steamers seawards.
