In the Customs Consolidated Act there is
certainly a clause prohibiting Foreign Ships from
carrying goods and passengers coastiways, but
neither in that Act nor any other oneis there
any penalty for infringing the prohibition; the
Attorney-General might, inieed, nrostcute b3
indictment, but I imagine he would not do so on

A case of this nature occured at the Cape of
Good tlope ; the amission was pointed out to
her Majesty’s Government, but no amendment
of the Act took place and Colonial Governors
were informed that the matter was one which
must be left to be dealt with by their Legisla-
