Ratton, who was scheduled to sail from Liverpool on April 9th by
Canadian Pacific steamship ‘“‘Montroyal” as special emissary from the
Hastings Corporation to the Quebec City council, has postponed his visit
for some time owing to the iliness of Viscountess Willingdon.

His Lordship’s official mission, which will be carned out when the
Viscountess recovers, will be to return to the City of Quebec the shield which
was taken from its gates when 1t was cnpturel by General Wolfe in 1759
and which was p.esented to the Hasting’s Corporation by General Murray
who was present on that memorable occasion.

Since that time the shield has hung over the door of the Couacil Chamber
in the Town Hall at Hastings and Quebec has endeavoured to'obtain its
return, for years in vain, but at last Hastings has relented.

Viscount Willingdon will be accompanied by hLis wife who before her
marriage was the Hon. Marie Adelaide, daughter of 1st Baron Brassey,
together with his son the Hon. Inigo Brassey Freeman-Thomas and his wife.
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
