Oar readers will be glad to recap-
itulate with father Boyle the events
of the life ot this able, virtuous and
courageous churchman, friend of St.
Vincent de Paul, monitor of King
Louis X1V., and as & preacher asso
ciated forever with events of the in-
tensest human and bistoric interest
in the Jife of France.

James Benignus Bossent was born
at Djon in 1627. His elementary
studiss was made at the Jasuit Col-
lege in his pative town. Thence he
passed to Paris, and entered the Col-
lege of Nuvarre, at that time the
most distinguished in the University.
Here he studied with marked suc
cess, and in 1652 obtained the degree
of doctor of theology. In thesame
year be was ordained priest. He
made the retreat in preparation for
his ordination in the monsstery of
St. Lezarus, under the direction of
St. Viocent de Paul.

Soon after kis ordination Bossuet
went to reside at Metz, where he had
obtained a canonry. In 1657 the
Queen Regent, Aune of Austria,
visited that city, and on ber return
to Paris she commanded Vincent de
Paul to send & mission to Me'z.
Vincent, who was accustomed to
employ his own congregation in giv-
ing missions to the people of the
country distriots called to bis aid the
clergy of the Tuesday conferencee.
From amongst them be formed a
band of missioners to proceed to

a life of retirement and study. From
time to time, however, he reappeared
in the pulpit; and to this period be-
long three of his most splendid dic—
courses, viz., his sermon for the
clothing of Madame de la Valliere,
and his funeral orations on Henrietta
of Eogland and Henrietta of France.

In 1681 his duties a8 preceptor of

the Dauphin came to an end, and he
was promoted to the See of Meaux.

Bafore setting out for -his diocese he

took a prominent part in the assem-

bly of the clergy of France, and in

the drawiog ap of the famous declar-
ation of 1682. At the opening of

that assembly he delivered an elo-

quent sermon on the unity of the
Ohureb,

Bat much 88 we admire
his learning and his eloguence, we
cannot but regret that in that assem-
bly be took a leading part in formu-
lating principles derogatory to the
vights of the Holy See, principles
which no Frenchman who values his
allegiance to the Chair of Peter,
could venture, since the Vatican
Council, to revive. Bat Bossvet,
Galican though he wae, professed
the most profound respect for the
primacy and authority of the Holy
See, and a great desire for harmony
between the ecolesiastical and oivil
powers ; and it may be alleged, on
his behalf, that tbe extent of the
Papal authority -bad not then ob-
tained the solemn recognition which
it has since received.

When the assembly came to a
olose, Bossuet set out for hisdiocese.
It was comparatively obscure ; even
at the present day the episcopal oity
of Meaux contains only 12,833 io-

babitants.

His last discourse was delivered io
his own Cathedral at Easter, 1702,
From that time his chief care was
to prepare for death.
