It re-
kindles the spent fire of sweet
charity, for it is a living spark from
the all-consuming love of Him who
“ for us men and for our salvation,”
bowed the Heavens, camd down to
eartb, lived, laboured, and died, that
we might learn to love. Yes, if by
word and example the word be
preached, in scason, and out of sea-
son, always snd everywhere, all
things will be quickly renewed in
Christ. *“ Nor the word of God is
living and effectual and more piero-
ing than any two edged sword and
reaching unto the division of the soul
and spirit, of the joints, also, and
the marrow, and is a discerner of
the thoughts and intents of the
heart.” Heb, IV, 12.)

Hence, our Holy Father the Pope,
recoguizing the needs of the human
heart, has called npon the Bishope
of the Church to take active steps
for the teaching of God’s word, both
as regards the rudimentary truths
of the Catechism, as well as in the
higher forms of dootrinal instrue—
tion.
