Edifice at Llmoiln, Valued at $180,060, 
Based by Flames.

Quebec, Nov. 24. — The splendid 
church of Limoilu pariah, this city, 
was burned to the grouhà early to­
day. It was valued at close to $186,- 
000 and was only protected by partial 
insurance. The flames were discover­
ed shortly before five this morning by 
the furnace man. When he entered 
the tehurch he found it filled with 
smoke, apparently coming out of the 
furnace rooms. Firemen were quick­
ly on the scene but the fire had gained 
too much headway and despite a gen­
eral alarm that brought the whole 
force on the scene at six thirty this 
morning the place was burned down.
