Dr. Maudslcy to the Rescue.
The eccentric Reeve of the Town­

ship of Maryboro is determined tha* 
liis light shall not be hid under a 
bushel. Feeling the great responsib­
ilities of his office, and fired with a 
patriotic zeal to take the interests and 
destines of the Township he represents 
under his special protection, he has 
on more than one occasion come for­
ward as its champion, and proclaim­
ed to the world that he has vowed a 
a solemn vow that he will not rest till 
he sees it get, as he eloquently ex­
presses it, “ fair play." To this end 
he moved a resolution at the June 
meeting' of the County Council, for a 
petition to the Ontario Government, 
asking that a share of the surplus he 
granted to those municipalities in 
Wellington which had given bonuses 
to aid in the construction of the W. 
G. & B. B., because,1 as. he chose to 
put it, the Government had returned 
to the County of Bruce a portion of 
its bonus to the same road. This 
resolution was looked upc|n as a piece 
of innocent buncombe on the pari of 
the irrepressible Doctor, and being 
perfectly harmless in its nature, no 
one opposed its adoption. During 
the late contest in the North Riding 
the Doctor also tried to make a little 
capital out of this subject for his friend 
Drew, and charged the Local Govern­
ment with injustice to tliis County, 
and partiality towards the County of 
Bruce in the matter of these railway 
bonuses. He was most effectu­
ally answered by the Hon. Mr. 
McKellar at the nomination at 
Arthur. That gentleman put the 
whole question in its proper light be­
fore the electors. He showed that the 
Government had no other option in 
dealing with the County of Bruce 
than the way they did, for they were 
only acting on the provisions of a le­
gal agreement which no Government 
could override or set aside. He pro­
mised also, on behalf of the Govern­
ment that as regards a division of the 
surplus, the Municipalities* referred to 
would be justly dealt with.

Dr. Maudsley, however, is not 
satisfied with this assurance, and as 
we see by the proceedings at a late 
meeting of the Township Council of 
Maryboro, he has again brought up 
the question in the following com­
munication to that body. As a liter­
ary effort it beats anything we have 
seen for some time. The delightful 
way in which all the subjects are 
jumbled together is eminently char­
acteristic of the doctor. No Govern­
ment could withstand such an appeal, 
and we expect they will at once cave 
in before the tremendously long sen- 

r ience. in which the doctor' crowds his 
whole case. After penning such a 
brilliant production, we vrold advise 
the Doctor to rest on his laurels.

North American Boundary Surveying 
Expedition.

We take the following from the London 
Daily News of the 21st of August, res­
pecting the detachment of engineers 
which passed through Toronto on Friday 
on their way to the North West -The 
detachment of non-commissioned officers 
and men of the Royal Engineers selected 
for service in North America, where they 
will be employed in making a re survey 
of the boundary line between the British 
possessions and the United States, left 
the school of military engineering at an

where they embark on board the mail 
screw steamer Scandinavian for Quebec. 
The expedition numbered 44 non-com - 
missioned officers and men, together 
with the following officers, viz. : Capt. S. 
Anderson, late Secretary of the Torpedo 
Committee in command; Capt. A. Feather- 
stonhaugh, Lieut. A. C. Ward, and Lieut 
W. J. Galwey. Capt. R. Cameron, B.A., 
is likewise ordered to proceed with the 
detachment from Liverpool. The expe­
dition will be under the orders of the 
Government of the Dominion, from 
whom they will receive their instructions 
together with the necessary funds for 
prosecuting the work on which they will 
be engaged. From Quebec the members 
of the expedition will proceed, in the first 
instance, to the Bed River Settlement, 
the boundary line of which will be first 
surveyed. The detachment is expected 
to. be absent from England about six 
years.
