Whether in Washington or in Lon­
don, Englishmen have received also 
fresh proofs of the loyalty of the em- 
pire in the hearty reception of the 
Duke of Cornwall in Canada, and 
these have been timely since the un­
expected reverses in South Africa have 
created a feeling of discouragement, 
albeit not dismay.

The welcome received by the czar 
in France is regarded here as a 
greater triumph for the bour­
geoise president than for the peace- 
loving autocrat. Each has called the 
other friend and ally, but the 
resources of the dual alliance 
have not been materially strength­
ened by the celebration at 
Compiegne, and the sham fight at 
Rheims. The armaments of Euro­
pean powers are so effectively neural- 
ized by the alliances of governments 
and the personal relations of rulers 
that meetings like that at Compiegne 
are chiefly remarkable for the ex­
traordinary precautions taken for the 
prevention of anarchist outrage.
