The steamer Barbara Boscowitz, Cap-
tain S. Williams, arrived from Port 8imp-
son and way ports yesterday afternoon
with the following passengers: Hon. A.

If the test of circumstantial evidence was
never allowed as sufficient, jurors would
be told that unless there was an eye-wit-
ness to a crime they could not convict.
Admitting there had been miscarriages’of
justice: what were the jury there for! He
could tell them solemnly that if they con-
victed according to their consciences,
without a shadow of doubt in their minds
as to the prisoner’s guilt, and even if that
verdiot was proved by after events to
have been incorrect, they would still be
justified before God and man for what
they had done. The testimony of the
whole of the crown witnesses had been
reflected upon, but what motive could they
all have to come here and give evidence
against the prisoner? The defence had
dwelt upon the probability of homicide
on the part of others, then deliberately
advanced the theory of suicide; but evi-
dence had shown that the deceased wuas
found without firearms of any kind.

San Fraxcisco, Dec. 3.—In reference
to the effect of the resolutions passed by
the Knights of Labor convention demand-
ing that the Chinese be expelled from the
city limits within sixty days, Chief of
Police Crowley said to-day: *‘I do mot
anticipate any trouble.

THE BRITISH ELECTIONS:

!
Callan Abuses Parnell with
VYigor.

Another General Election Pro-
bable.

New Yorx, Dec. 6.—A cable special
from Dublin says Callan is extremely bit-
ter against Parnell for causing his defeat.
In a speech at Dundalk on Thursday he
said, in Parnell’s presence: ‘‘He (Par-
nell) said last Sunday that I was truculent
and unmanageable, Now I brand that
statement, in the face of Parnell, as a
deliberate, malignant lie.” Callan here
turned round and shook his hand at Par-
pell. “I brand him as a slanderer and a
coward, and as one who has malignantly
villified me. My friends have been spok-
en of by Parnell as a hired gang of ruf-
fians, as the lowest of the low. Well, I
had no money to buy them with, for al-
though I entered the party a rich man,
comparatively speaking, I am now a poor
man. Parnell entered parliament with
his estates encumbered. He has now a
large estate and a balance at his baukers,
and it would ill become him to turn on me
in my poverty.” It was expected that
Parnell would say something, but he left
quietly.

LonpoN, Dec. 6 —The chances are still
against any liberal majority whatever, and
equally against any working working
majority over the tories and Parnellites.
The probable net result, therefore, of the
present election is a short, atormy parlia-
ment, speedy dissolution and another gen-
eral election next year. The liberals,
nevertheless, are much delighted by the
contrast which the counties offer to the
boroughs. The liberal county victories
throughout Eogland and Scotland are
most striking.

The Daily News atill hopes for a liberal
majority over the Parnellites and conser-
vatives combined, but believes that Lord
Balisbury, refusing to admit defeat, will
retain office, and thus practically acknow-
ledge coalition, which verbally he denied.
