Smith Curtis’”Wént of Confidence
Motion Negatived by the
Speaker.

Attorney Gen. Eberts Denounces
Oliver’s Connection With
Olalla.

Opinion Evenly Divided as to
Necessity for Immediate
Dissolution.

‘After the most animated and in many
respects, the most interesting debate
that has yet arisen during the preseut
session of the legislature, Mr. Smith
Curtis’ resolution declaring for a disso-
fution of the H({,uee and an appeal to
the country at the close of the present
session, was yesterday defeated upon
the vote of Mr. Speaker. The House
divided seventeen to seventeen, Mr.
Price Ellison having returned to Ver-
mon in consequence of ill health, and
Messrs. Joseph Martin and J. B. Sta-
bles pairing. This debate occupied vir-
tually the entire day, nothing else on the
order paper being reached, and routine
occupyiug only the first quarter-hour of
the sitting.

In "connection with the routine, the
petition of John Best and others, of Al
berni, in respect to the sale of timber
leaseholds of the British Columb‘a
TLamber Compauny for arrears of reat,
was read by the clerk.

Mr. Neill forthwith moved that the
document be received and printed, and
it was so ordered.

HFrom the Private Bills committee
three reports were received and deait
with in the usual way. These reported
the ‘Morrissey, Kernie and Michel Rail-
way bill; the Quatsino Railway
{Company’s bill, and the British Colum-
bia Northern and Mackenzie Valley
Railway bill, in connection with which
the latter it .was ordered that the peti-
tion be amended to conform with the
usual notices.

Mr. Houston presented petitions for
the incorporation of the Anglican Synod
of the Diocese of Kootenay, and for
the incorporation of the Flathead Val-
ley Railway Company.

Hirst readings were given the bills of
the Morrissey, Fernie and Michel Rai.-
‘way Company, the Pacific Northern and
Bastern, and the British Columbia
Northern and Mackenzie Valley lines.

In ruling upon the point of order
which had been taken in respect to Mr.
#Curtis’ resolution affirming the desir-
ability of a .dissolution before another
session of the House, Mr. Speaker
Pooley held that it was not well taken.
‘The Finance Minister had contended
that an expenditure of public money
‘was necessarily involved. He did not
+think that the principle invoked wouid
here apply, as any vote of want of con-
fidence that the House might rightly
pass would be liable to a similar inter-
pretation. . The second point raised by
the Premier as to an encroachment up-
on the prerogative of the crown; this
resolution was only another form for
giving expression -to the views of the
.people through their elected representa-
tives. The ‘Speaker was therefore of
the opinion that the resolution was quite
in order—that it was not mandatory
‘but incidentally directive.

In proceeding with the presentation of

-his opinion, the member for Rossland
held that the House was to be congrat-
ulated upon the decision given, the ten-

tion was advisable since the present
session will terminate the mnatural life
of the parliament, it being
and improper, as he viewed it, to have
a fifth session im a fifth year since a
general election. In the second place, a
dissolution was in order since the par-|
ties represented in the House had not
remained in the places that the voice of
the electorate declared they should oc-
cupy. ‘He took it that the government
had been condemned at the by-elec-
tion, which was another reason for an
appeal to the people. He was satisfied
that the mass of the electorate favor-
ed a general election at the earliest pos-
sible date, and that the people would
like to pass upon the legitimacy of
members crossing the floor of the Hous2
and the government accepting them, as
had been the practice during recent
monchs.
In briefly explaining why the resoiu-
tion was regarded by the government as
a direct vote of cevsure, Premier Prior
eaid that he believed a dissolution sag-
gestion must necessarily emanate with
the government, and not be dictated ..
it by either the opposition or the House.
This vote might possibly result iz a
loss of control of the House by <ne
government, but the government in auy
event would mnot have lost its selt-rc-
spect. 3

‘Hon. Mr. McInnes thought that if the
majority in the House were adverse to
the government, there was a straigat
and open way of putting the fact on
record. Instead of adopuug this way, it
was proposed to express partial confi-
dence in the government by intimating
that it was good enough to carry on af-
fairs during the present session. Then
why not during another session? It was
very easy to say that the government
had lost the confidence of the public,
‘but difficult to demonstrate conclusively.
To take the returns from the three by-
elections of which so much had been
said; the vote in North Nanaimo was
259 for the government and 155 for the
opposition; in North Victoria it was 153
gor the government and 196 for the op-
pesition; in West Yale, 174 for the gov-
ernment and 282 for the opposition—or
a total of 586 for the government and
433 for the opposition. The only ma-
Jority which the opposition had to crow
about amounted to 47 votes—this was
‘the sum total of the verdict in their fa-
wor at the by-elections. He ridiculed
the catch. motion method ;which the
member for Rossland had adopted ‘in
¢he hope of getting a larger vote than
otherwise would be possible, and main-
tained that the confidence of the coun-
try in the government was increasing,
and would continue to increase as long
as_ the administration conducted the af-
fairs of the country on sound business
lines, On the other hand, the opposi-
‘tijon wae disintegrating and showed no
element strong enough to hope of form-
ing a government, even if a vote of
censure were carried. The whole de-
sire of the opposition membership was
to secure control of the treasury bench-
es. = A&

‘‘Well, why did you go over if it was
not to get office?”’ inquired Mr. Curtis.
“‘Well, you got it?”

¥*I came over to help keep the gov-
ernment in power that was doing its
best for the country, and to keep out
of power such men as tge present oppo-
sition,” replied the Provincial Secretary.
He was satisfied that the government
*would remain in office until there was a
clear demonstration afforded of the ex-
. press will of the people or the legisla-
ture. There was no intention of their
going before.

In supporting the resolution, the op-
position leader ridiculed the claim that
by any distortion of logic the result ir
the recent by-elections could be inter-
preted as favorable to the government.
After returning  from these by-elections,
“whiich wed the confidence of the peo-
ple in the oppesition, it was discourag-

Mr., MecBride could not agree that
these gentlemen rightly interpreted pub-
lic opinion. These gentlemen did not
want a general election, but they were
not the people. Premier Prior had said
in West Yale that he had a promise in
the event of defeat there that he could
have a dissolution from the Lieutenant-
Governor. £
This was promptly denied by the Pre-
mier. .

“What did you say, then?’ asked Mr.
MecBride, ‘

‘““When you quote what I did say, it

it,” observed the First Minister.

“Do you deny making that setate-
ment?’ asked Mr. MecBride.

“I certginly do,” answered the Pre-
mier.

The opposition leader accepted the de-
nial, sbut observed that the statement
was made in the West Yale campaign
by a gentleman who looked very like
the Premier, spoke very like the Pre-
mier and was generally accepted as the
Premier. He considered that the re-
cent redistribution of seats afforded an-
other strong argument for going to the

people was necessary in order to secure
settled conditions and provincial prog-
ress.

Mr. Rogers maintained that the re-
turn of Mr. Semlin in West Yale was
not interpretable as a victory for the
opposition or a condemnation for the
government. It was the personality of
the candidate that had won. ;

Objection was taken by Mr. McPhil-
lips to what he held to be a discour-
teous reference to the opposition by the
Provincial Secretary. He held that the
course of successive British Columbia
governments of late showed a deficiency
in ability among the government su
porters, who, in consequence, were pass-
ed over when cabinet positions were to
be filled. It was a strange thing to find
it adopted as a principle of government
to go to the ranks of the enemy for of-
ficers. It spoke volumes not in praise
of the present and late administrations,
but of the urgency of their position.
With respect to North Viectoria, it
would have been a bad day indeed for
representative government.had the elec-
tors not properly condemned disfran-
chisement. He denied that the person-
ality of the candidate had won in West
Yale, and maintained that Mr. S.emlm
represents the feeling of that district in
favor of the opposition’s policy and
disapproval of the course of govern-
ment.

Mr. Martin supporied ine Tesolution.
He believed that it was the wish «of
nineteen-twentieths of the people of thir
province that there should be an eary
dissolution, as a step towards more 'sta-
ble government. It was plain to ail
that the present government is neither
strong nor stable. It did not kunow ex
actly where it was from day to d»ay. It
did not even command a majority ol
the House, if it ever yet had had a
majority in the caucus or could get a
majority there. It was compelled for
self-protection to go so slow that it
could inaugurate no adequate, compre-
hensive legislation. Such legislation
was impossible for a makeshift admiz-
istration such as the present. Inde=d
the fate of the government at the pres-
ent moment depended upon whether a
certain “pair” did or did net exist. If 1t
did exist, the government was saved; if
not, there would be a majority of one
against the government. "The present
chaos was the natural result of the
course of action adopted at the last
general election, when, instead of dis-
cussing parties or policies, the whole is-
su¢ -erystallized\ into the battle cry oi
“Kill Joe Martin!”' Other affairs could
wait.

He regretted
that suzh pressure had been exerted up-
on the government as had delayed the
carrriig into execution of the railway
policy, which it had been prepared to
bring down, and which otherwise would
have resulted in surveyors being in the
field now for the line from KEdmonton.
With respect to the speech of the lead-
er of the opposition, there was not one
sincere note in it.

Myp. McPhillips—He gave up office and
$333.33 a month to show how sincere
he was.

Mr. Hall did not agree with this view
of the case. As for North Victoria and
West Yale, neither Mr. Paterson nor
Mr. Semlin wanted the opposition's aid
to win; it operated prejudicially rather
than beneficially. If anyone had helped
Mr. Semlin it had been not the orposi-
tion leader, but the member for Delia.

Mr. Oliver supported the resolation,
and in doing so proceeded to arraign a
number of members now supporting the
government for alleged inconstancy.
The foreshore question was touched up-
on, and it was inferentially maintained
that the allegiance of certain members
was secured in connection with the al-
lotment of foreshore rights.

“Names!” shouted Mr. Hall.

Being called to order, Mr. Oliver
amended his remark by saying that it
was probably in connection with ?he
policy of the government in dealing
with these matters that certain mem-
bers had seen fit to vary their allegi-
ance. He was glad to see that M. H'all
was ready to vote for the 'Conservative
if in the best interests of the province.

Mr. Neill, as the appropriations for
Alberni had been so much misquoted by
the member for Delta, declined to take
his remarks in this connection as seri-
ously intended. The resolution was al-
leged to be in the interests of good gov-
ernment; it did not appear to him, how-
ever, to be in the interests of the people.
There were too many of these want of
confidence motions, both retro-active and
otherwise, and he thought in self-pr
tection the House should limit them to
at least one per week. |

Mr. Gilmour favored the resolution,
which he would have preferred to have
seen amended that the appeal to the
country should be made on party lines.
If this did not suit certain members,
it would suit the country. MHe .did not
give Mr. MvBride any particular credit
for leaving the government, as he
thought it was merely a play in the]
direction of securing the premiership.’
He hoped the government would accept
the resolution, and closed with a pro-
test against the alleged disposition of
the government to favor Conservatives
in the making of appointments.

Mr. E. C. Smith thought that few in
this House were-in a position to throw
stones, and opposed the resolution ¢
the ground that chaos would be precipit-
ated rather than averted by the holding
of a general election now.

Hon. Mr. Eberts, in replying to the
member for ‘Delta, vigorously arraigned
him as being the last from whom sug-
