In each parish and in each incorporated city and town there will 
be appointed an officer by the Sub-district Board of Health concerned, 
known as the sub-deputy registrar, to whom all reports of births, 
marriages and deaths occurring in the parish, city or town for which 
he is appointed, will be sent.

All Cl rgymen, physicians, nurses, parents or house-holders as 
the case may be, having primary or official knowledge of such occur- 
rences shall send to said deputy registrar reports of such births, mar- 
riage or death, upon forms furnished by the Department of Health to 
such persons, through the sub-deputy registrars.

‘: Posters, in prominent type, will be put up throughout the prov- 
ince, notifying the date of the inception of this service; together with 
the name and address of the sub-deputy registrar of the parish, town 
or city in which any such poster appears.
