The cortege was headed
by a brass band, after which eame the
hearse drawn by four horses with its black
and white plumes waving in the air, fol.

The funeral proceeeded with measured tread
until the cemetery was réached, where the
body was lowered into the yawning
grave and the earth was heaped
int¢ a square mound, As Bing
Ling was a member of the Ching
Tam Lung .secret society he was
biried with unusual honors. At the foot of
the grave two reverend bonzes planted four
bunches of aromatic ‘‘ punk,” which emit-
ted a fragrant but overpowering odor. At
one side was an assortment of slmnu cone
fectionery, a boiled chicken and a roast of
bacon. ~Between these were placed sym-
bolic wa@ids and the chop-sticks of the de.
fanct Heathen. The food was flauked by
little saucers of water and jug of wine.
Another heap contained the bedding, mat-
tresses, blankets and an old valise of the
dead man, which were consigned to * the
flames. Thus ended the proceedings, and
soon the open grave'was repiaced by a little
mound of earth and a plain board marked
the last resting place of the unfortunate
laundry man.
