ento Junction is, and thoy havealsoa good idea
of what Rosedale is in the mertheastern por-
tion of the city; but very few have any idea
#a yet of what promises to be Toronto’s most
i portans suburb-of all, nwdy. that to be
known as East Toronto Junction, which will
combine all the advantages of Wess Toronto
Junction with the  picturesqueness of . Rose
dale. » Bast Toronto Junction will also have
$lié very importatis advantage of being almost
88 near to Union Station as is Parkdale.
East Torento's Location.

Where then is East Toronto Junction lo-
cated? It is located as ‘the. junot of the
spur line of the C. P. R. going up the valley
of the Don, with the main line of the C.P.R
east. As the public already know, the C.P.R.
Company have completed their arrange-
ments and have now partially, constructed
aline from the Union Station easterly along
the Esplingde tonear Gooderham & Worts'
distillery, apd thenge by a gurve to. the. west
bank of Don and along the Don Imprave-
ments northerly to Winchester-street, where
the Don ik ‘orosset, snd then on up the eastern
bank of thst stream to where the main lide of
she O, P. R. is struck, a little to the east of
the second concession of York.

The sécond ooncession of York is parallel to
‘Yonge-street and is one mile and one-eighth
to the east of it, but does not come much

on account of the ravines and hollows of the
Don. Were it extended through the ravines
it would be on a line with River-street.
Roughly speaking then East Toronto Junetion
lies immediately north-east of St, Clair-
avenud and the second -concession. .Ib is -
medlm.ely north-east of Rosedale and separated
therefrom by the ravines and is immediately
north of Eastern Toronto, that is, that por-
tion ot the city juss across the Don, .the main
thioroughfare ot which is marked by Broadview-
avenue,
Communiéation With the City.

But as yes this portion of the townlhip-—
though bus & little over two miles from the
City Hall—has been almost inacoessible owing
o the ravines and want of roads to the city,
the only two engrances beink : firss to go north
along the second concelision until Davisville-
avenue is rveached and then westerly into
‘Yonge-street, which means a detour of over two
miles, or to come southerly through the valley
by Taylor Bros.’ tirst paper mill and then by the
wost bank of the Don to-the Don and Dan-
forth-road and then in by Winchester or any
other of th» bridges of the Don, this also 1n-
volving a detour of two -miles or more. Bus
East Toronto Junction is now to be placed in
jmmediate and intimate connection with the
eity by #everal importans avenues and s
variety of means of communication.

In the first place the spur line of the C.P.R.
will give unlimited railway facilities in the
way of numerous suburban {rains, and this
road will be ready not later than the first of
an, perhaps earlier,

Next, ‘Mr. J. D. Edear's Belt Line,
which is generally understood to be
s Grand” Trunk ‘scheme, wili also be
built in the spring up the valley of the Don
and then through the vplley of what is known
as Mud Creek to whereit crosses Yonge-street
in the neighborhood of Daviaville, This road
will also have two stations id- the district
known as East Toranto.

In the master of street and driveway accom-
modation there will be several modes of direct
communication with the city, notably by
means of a magnificent steel bridge connecting
East Toronto Junction with Rosedale across
she ravines now separating them, and also by
gnother steel bridge connecting the second con-
eession with Moore Park, the property re-
cently laid out by Mr. John T. Moore and
fully despcribed in The World the other day.
Both of these bridges will give direet com
munication between East Toronto Junection
and Rosedale and Yonge-street and make a
new and direct route over all that <portion of
she township lying northeast of Rosedale, and
which hitherto hus had very limited communi-
@ation with the city, -

8till another route will be the new driveway
down the valley of the Don, which The World
bas no hesitation in saying will be the finest
thoroughfare 1 or about Toronto. This read
will run up the valley of the Doun and be con-
nécted by a road up the crest with East To-
ronto Junction.

The land at East Toronto Junction is all
sable land 1mmediately above the Don valley,
and on 1ts crest are some of the finest villa
sites in-the neighborhood of Toronto. The
view therefrom is away ahead of anything in
the neighborhood,and by reason.of the number
of suburban stations that it will have will

Mx. Elgie of Elgie & Rice, real estate brokers,
who control over 400 acres of the land there.
The firm have been busy fof seme months in
getting thie property together, intalking over
the property ‘owners to consent -tothe con-
struction of roads'ind bridges on the local'im-
provement plan, and in devising other plans
for the opening up aud developmcnn of Eas:
‘Toronto Junction. Mr. Elgie ia one of the
shrewdest brokers in the city and always suc-|
ceeds with what he takes in band,

The World drove out by Yonge:street, eu'r
by Davisville-avenue, then south by the sec-'
ond ‘condession to the end of this read at Mr.'
Cudmore’s house. The roads were good, the
air bmmz, and  the view from the crest
(which isa continuation of the Davenport
hill) the finess in or: abous. Toronto. Rizht
underneath is the line of the C. P. R. with
its stee] viaducts; dlnctly in frons the exten-

lefs the site of the Junction and the location
ground for several extensive sidings can be
discerned.

the line of the proposed driveway to ihe Win-
chester-street entrance to the city, This Don
valley and driveway. will make the finess park
in America. Make no mistake of that, As a
driveway from a residence in East Toronto
into the city there will be nothing to approach
is.

The New Bridge.

Mr. Elgie explained the scheme for the new
bridge. It will be of steel and cost $18,000.
The second concession will be diverted a little
to the right ab Cudmore’s erest, run under the
C. P. R. viaduct, and then the bridge wifl be
sprung across Mud creek ravine o Rosedale.
From the Rosedale end a road will be opened
up to Sumwmerhill and Edgar-avenues, and
then on over the big Rosedale bridge into the
city. Hundreds of farmers will find this their
nearest way into market. There will be no
tolls, no descents or .ascents, and good road
beds. The bridge will be begun in the spring
and opened abeut next June.

Rallway Accommodation.

Mcr. Jennings, engineer of the 0. P..R., has
announced that his company:will erect two
or more stations, one at the junction and one
above it, for the accommodation of the dis-
trict, and that a first-class suburban service
wili be put in operation,

Mr. J. D. Edgar, who is largely interested
in the locality, and who 18 also chief promoter
of the Belt Line, hopes to see that project in
operation next symmer, He has engineers in
the field now. That road will have two
stations also, and another cne at 'the crossing
of Younge-street near Davisyille. These roads
will bring all this territory within 8 minutes
of the Union station. There are hardly any
street crossing» (at the level) to be made, and
therefore the suburban trains can be run au
high speed.

Mr. Elzie Interviewed.

In answer to the reporter Mr, ‘Elgié said:
Now you have struck the right direction for
inquiries abont good bargaing in real estate,
for there 18 no section with such fine lots,
good stroets and pretty surroundings as Rose-
dale and vicimity.. As you well know, you
can buy choice lots mcross the second bridge
from $30 to $10 per foot, which is nothiug for
them considering the xmprovemenu already
done there:

There are several things could be donein the
way of improvements 1n. this locality which
would make it -still more popular.

Now if you look at & map of Toronta and
measure tho distances you will find there! is
1o nction so near Toronto shat is not opened | to
up ‘and adfor views and prétty scenery, well,
i%'is not to be equaled around Toronto.

Then also there is the Belt lina going to pass
up Mud, Oreek, which will also bave stations
along’ this section, which as we understand . is
to be entirely a passenger line and no doubt
will make rapid transit. .

We have in lis section some 400 agres that
we can haindle by the acre either to private
individuals or to » syndicate. The latter we
are thinking of forming, and by these roads
being opened up no doub( shareholders wonld
double their money in quick time. The prices
we. can sell this property st are very low, and
farther when lots are laid out and streets are
n.ade tho ice ‘per foot would be merely

IN ROSEDALRE,

Its Many lleu-uu—Wlny East Toronte
Junction and Rosedale Should ‘Work
Together.

With the construction of the two new sub-
urban railways up the Don, Rosedale will be
near their stations but separated by vhe ravine.
It is therefore in her interest to’ have a bridge
built across'the ravine givingRosedale access to
thesestations. Anequitable arrangement can be
reached by which the property own ers of East
Toronto Junction will share in a part of she
cost of the big Rosedale bridges, which will
open up their property. East Toronto June-
tion. .and Rosedale, when commected by a
bridge, will. be mutuslly interested one in the
other.

Rosedale, while it is our ffhest residential
suburb, bas not progressed ‘as rapidly as'its
numerous advantages warrant. Besides the
wdnts of lighting' referred to by Me. Elgie is
has hitherto led nowhere. There was nothing
beyond. But with the construction of the
bridge over Mud Oreek & splendid and pepu-
lons porston’ of York ' township will ‘find its
easiest access to Toronto through Rosedale.
All this will be accomplished néxs summer.

A Detroit real estate kroker was driven
through Rosedale the other day. He was agked
whiat the land there ought to be worth viewed
by Detroit prices.

Proceeding along Dale-avenue fhe came to a
gate with lodge alongsmide, and within the
grounds the lovely mansion of Mr, John
Hoskin, Q.C., appeared in view.
