The Liberal Policy a Miserable One.

The amount of taxes collected through
the custom hous® during the last fiscal year
was §21,000,000, It 1s the raising of this
sum of money that is the bone of contention
between the two political parties. There
are many items in the tariff that the Lib-
erals are no doubt satisfied with, We
imagine, for instance, they do not object to
the magnitude of the duties on wines and
spirituous liquors. In the same way there
are many other 1tems Lhat the Liberal party
could not and wonld mot object to if they
were called upon to specify which items in
the list they would materially siter. It is
not likely there is more than $10,000,000 of
the tariff as to which there is a difference
between Sir Richard Cartwright and Hon.
Mr. Foster. And this difference between
the parties is not as to the amount to be
collected, but merely the mode ot collecting
it. It is not charged by Mr. Laurier thav
the present Government is extravagant
and corrupt, or that the affairs of
the country could be managed for
loss than Hon. Mr. Foster has estimated
for the coming year. The platform of the
Liberal party dwindles down to this: They
are opposed to the method by which a. few
millions of our taxes is imposed. Both
parties admit the amount of revenue to be
raised. The dispate is as to how one-half of
it or thereabouts is to be collected.

1f Canada’s prosperity and fnture de-
velopment depend upon the method of
raising this amount of our taxe¢s then we
are sorry indeed for this couptry. Sir
2ichard Cartwright seems to [think our
very existenco as a nation is dependent
upon, the way we raise these taxes. To this
he attributes all our national woes, and of
these Canada, according to him, has more
than her full share. We trust the day is
not far distant when Canadian politics will
rise to a higher plane than that whereon
the Liberals have placed them. This i«sue
as to the mode_ of raising our taxes is a
petty matter compared with other questions
that ought to be engaging our
attention to a much  greater degree
than they do. Canada should adopt a more
aggressive policy,' Tostead of keeping up an
eternal wrangle over these tariff duties,
and indulging in creed and race brawls aiter
the McCarthy fashion, the statesmen of
this country shculd concern themselves in
extending Canada’8 trade and influence
abroad. The people are tired of the old-
time political ideas.- They long to be led
up to a higher plane, Canadiaus want to
see schemes set in motion like those having
in view the establishment of a fast service
on the Atlantic and the laying of a cable in
the Pacific. They would like to see a
vigorous immigration policy instituted to
people the Northwest provinces. They
would ‘like to see an effort made to get
English capitalists interested in Canadian
mines and other enterprises, The deepen-
u;g of the St. Lawrence to 20 feet is a big
project and fraught with great advantages
to Canada. Thatv is another of the many
projects that the people of Canada would
like to see engaging the attention of their
statesmen rather than the smaller affairs
that now absorb them,

The Remedy Wanted,

Editor World: If the City Council be io’
earnest in their attempt to mitigate the
present financial depression in Toronto surely
all citizens alike are entitled to the benefit of
any remedy which may be adopted.

To extort $100 from s man and give bim
back 81 under the guise of a scheme of relief
is not the kind of remedy one likes to see
applied.

Yot that is the first step taken by our civio
economists,

When hard times prevail in Eongland it is
no nncommon thing to hear of great landed
proprietors meeting the sitnation by allowing
a gensral reduction in the rents payabie by
their tenants ot so much cent.

It seems to me that our city fathers might
take a hint from this example.

Citizens and their taxes bere correspond
with tenants and their rents there, Was it
ever heard of that a landlord would make
invidious distinctions between his tenants,
much less that he would commence his
benevolent scheme by docking the wages of
his servants? The idea is ridiculous. The bene-
volence and good sense of the scheme consists
in the landlord removing a portion of the
weight from the shoulders of his tenantry and
placing it upon his own.' He curtails his own
amusements, ceasvs to spend money in im-
provements of a merely ornamental nature
and dismisses as many of bis employes as he
can reasopably do without. The remedy for
which our citizens; whether civie employes
or not, are crying, and crying londly, is a re-
duction in their taxes, It is mere trifling to
talk about fixing the rate at so many mills on
the dollar.

Property has been so grievously over-
valued here, and so unequally in the same
neighborhood, that the rate fixed from time
to time has not been in any sense an honest
index as to whether our taxes were high or
low. It may thusbe readily seen that a rate
of 12 mills on the dollar might be excessively
bigh, and a rate of 18 mills on the dollar
might be reasonably low, It all depends
upon the assessmeut,

'ne task to which the council ought to
apply itself is to effect a reduction of 10 per
cent., or as near it as they can, in the taxes
to be paid this year as compared with last,
80 that the man who had to pay $100 last
year will only have to pay $J0 this year on
the samb property.

Let the council abandon every work of a
merely orpamental nature for this year,
whether it be connected with parks or gar-
dens, roads or anything else, and cease the
silly attempt to blind us by kickiog up's dust
among their own officigls, many of whom
doubtiess have to bear their full share of the
general finsncial strain by assisting sons and
daughters and other relatives, and all of
whoim suffer slike,though by no means equal-
1y, from our iniquitous system of over-taxa

.| tlon.

The Members Get Through s Large
Amount of Business,

The regular meeting of, the Township
Council was held in the .town hall, Eghn
ton, yesterday, all the menbers being
present,

Commuaications were read from Joho
Hind, stating that liquor dealers from out-
side the municipality have been delivering
quantities of liquor to private purties in the
neighborhood of Little York, and asking
the council to take measures to prevent
this traflic; from Hon, G. W. Ross, reepect-
ing the damage to Avenue-road, stating
that an examination had been made and it
did not show that the sewer connection
with Upper Canada Collsge was the cause,
and declining, on  bebalf of the college,
to make the rapairs; from W. H.
Givens, secretary Board of Public School
Trustees 8.8, No. 26, requesting the
transfer to S.8. 26 of that portion of lot
No. 5, concession 2, from the buy, lying
south of Chalman’s Creek and known as
Fitzgerald property; from the clerk of Wes-
ton, enclosing a revised statement of York’s
indebtedness re school debentures, showing
o balance due Weston of $177.30; from the
Little York fire brigade, asking for a grant
of 8100 for maintenance; from Miss Playter,
re child of David Vanhorn in Sick Child-
ren’s Hospital; from W. J. Douglas, clerk
of North Toronto, stating that electric
lights would be furnished the township for
Deer Park at $60 each per year; from B.
Pedlar, stating that some person had been
tearing up the sidewalk at Todmorden and
asking what action he would take in the
matter. The clerk will write Mr,Pedlar
the necessary instructions.

A communication was also read signed by
H. W. Rankin, 224 Front-street east, To-
ronto, asking for permission to capture a
white coon that is in the vicinity of the
lower mill at Todmorden, on the Don
River. He wanted to know if .thé council
would pay a bounty for the capture of the
coon; also to grant a permit to discharge
firearms and to trespass on the territory
haunted by the coon.  Mr. Goulding sug-
gested that Mr. Rankin be given permission
to shoot the coon, but the council declined
to take any official action.

A petition was presented by Mrs. Fogg
asking the counci to.dplnce gas or electric
lights in Kingston-road, from Queen-street
to East Toronto. The clerk was instructed
to write the Electric Light and Gas Com-
panies as to the cost.

The special auditor reported that he
would complete his work in about three
weeks

A petition for a sidewalk on the east side
of Bathurst-street, north of 8t. Clair-
avenue, a distance of about & quarter of a
mile, was preseated by Mr. J. J. Davison,
The petitioners subscribed $30 toward the
same. The application was referred to the
Committee on Roads und Bridges to report
at next meeting.

Mr. Charles Peterman applied for
s refund ot $8.75 paid by him
to the collector of jrates for the year 1892,
on account of bonus in the Bathurst-street
district. Laid over.

Mr. Charles Coe reported that he had
examined the Windermere-avente and
other roads in Swansea and found that the
washout in Windermere-avenue makes it
dangerous. Several other repairs were' re-
commended in the various roads. He also
drew the attention of the council to the
fact that no statute lubas has been perform-
ed on Swansea roads for several years.
