Ald, Lamb opposed any step towards
amalgamation, as the Citizens’ Com-
mittee had a broader function and

_might be called on to criticise alder-
men for misdoings in the past. It
would be well for this reason to

' leave the good government organiza-

" tion untrammelled in its criticism.

Ald, Davies had some reform ideas
to promulgate and was given permis-
sion to utter them. He hesitated whe-

 ther the press should be allowed to

_ repoit his suggestion. The co.mm_(ltge

Ald. Lamb remarked that it W
“ hard to control the press.

people ‘with half his present salary,
and the City Council should elect from
among their number a President to
. mct as chairman of the Executive or
Board of Contrcl, at a salary of $1500;
he to devote at l:ast . three
days a week to _his office. The
said Board of #Control should
be comprised of six’ aldermen having
rot less than two years’ experience in
the Council. These gentlemen ghould
be elected from the city at large and
act as chairman of the standing com-
mittees, receiving salaries of $1200 per
annum. serving three days a week and
elective for three and 2-year terms. The
balance of the council sheuld be com-
posed of 18 aldermen, three being elect--
ed from each ward for two and one-
year terms, the man at the t of
the poll retiring at the end of one year,

The business of the members of .the
Board of Control should be to initiate
the business and submit reports to
their cormhmittees, and lastly to the
council, where a two-thirds vote should
be necesSary to upset a report endors-
ed by the committee.

Aldermen on City. Hall Shoricomings.

Ald. Davies came in for some sharp
criticism on his scheme.

Ald. Burns said he preferred. .to g0
back to his corslituents every Janu-
ary and seek their verdict on his year’'s
work.

Ald” Hallam said that the present
weakness was not in the system, but
in the men elected. The present sys-
tem was an old one and a g00d ony
but aldermen were sometimes incom-
petent. If Ald, Davies’ scheme were
adopted they would find rhen seeking
office for the sake of the salaries and
not_for the service they could render.

Ald. | Shenvard thought that
there were a great many things-to
commend the scheme of Ald. Davies.
He dlffeEtled from Ald. Hallam and did
not attribute the mistakes of civic
management to the aldermen, but to
the heads of the departments, and the
chairmen o6f the commitees. Chairmen
do not |bring their measures before
committees in such shape as they can
be dealt, with. Business is referred
tack time after time. The work
should come to the committee ripe for
its judgment. Instead of that it came
wo in the shape of communications
and the chairman enauired : “Gentle-
men, what will you do with it,” in-
stead of laying down a definite course
of action and bringing forward his
reasons to back it up. Too much work
vas thrown on aldermen who could
not be intimately. familiar with the
questions at issue.

Ald. Burns thought that the errors
of civie management such as the
straightening of the Don and the court
house farce were not due to aldermanic
imterference, but to the fact that these
maiters had been left in the hands
of officials.

Ald. Hubbard thoueht. that we had
as good a system as could be found
sr—-where. He pointed out that the
heads of departments were handicap-
ped since their appointments were in-
fiuenced partially at least by members
of the City Council. He agreed with
Ald. Hallam that the true remedy was
io elect good men.

On motion of Ald. Hallam it was
decided to publish Ald. Davies’ scheme
for distribution.

Ex-Ald. Macdougall in moving the
resolution, told of the interest> he had
taken in civie affairs, and the part he
had played in remodelling the ward
system. Still reform shold mnot stop
there, and the system ghould be re-
modelled. He was not in sympathy
with the men who blame the aldermen.

Willlam MeCabe alluded to the im-
‘nense growth of the civic reform
movement in the United States. Al-
ready many of the reforms which New
York was only now effecting had been ‘
accomplished here in the past, by the
Jate -George Gillespie and ex-Ald. Mac-
dGougall. The present system demand-
ed so much of an alderman’s time that
some of the best known business men
were wholly debarred from serving on
the Council. - A scheme whereby the
bulk of the business could be -digested
by heads of departments and submit-
ted by them to the Council in concrete
shape would remedy this.

“Mr. David Walker moved that Ald.
Davies’ Municlpal Committee be amal-
gamated with the Citizens’ Committee.

XNo Chalrman Elected. |

The chairman, Col. Davidson, ruled
off all discussion on this point since
the committee had been called together
for the specific business of electing a
chairman or appointing a committee
who would elect a chairman.

Mr. George Bertram arose and com-
menced a general discussipn on the
woint that the time has now come.

Mr. Janes rose to a point of order,
which was sustained. A general dis-
cussion took place w'th a view to find-
ing out where they were at. No de-
cision could be arrived at and Ald. |
Sheppard suggested the appointment of |
a sub-committee to reform the Citi-
zens’ Committee. Finallv the chairman
declared the motion to appoint a com-
mittee carried, and the meeting broke
un without having elected a chairman.

ATTACKS ON CHRISTIANS.

Continued Trouble in Turkey—Revolution-
ary Propaganda at Aleppo.

Constantinople, Oct. 22.—Reports
have reached here that the Mussulmans
at Ismid,a town in Asia Minor,56 miles
southeast of this city, are continuing
their attacks wupon Christians. It
is charged that a Turkish soldier at
that place made an assault on a young
Armenian girl and threatened her with
death. This charge is denied by the
authorities at Ismid, but troops have
nevertheless ‘been hastily despatched
to the scene. The public prosecutor
at Ismid has started for® Akhissar to
begin an inquiry into the recent mas-
sacres there,

According to/advices received from
Adana and Aleppo, a revolutionary
porpaganda of serious proportions is
in operation in those sections. Agents
of the propaganda are emrolling young
Armenians under their standard, and
arms,ammunition and dynamite are re-
ported to hive been secretly imported
into that vicinity.

Cause of the Recent Big Drop In Beef and
Lamb-Public Demaud for Cheap
Meat Met by Giving a Poor Quality—
Butchers Complain of Losing Money.

The above table shows that a verY|
material cut has_been made d,urlng;,
the past few weeks by the retadl deal- i
ers; and The World, believing that a
story of the slashing, together with|
the prospicts of its continuance would
be of interest to the public, detailed
a reporter to visit the pbutchering es-
tablishments and other places in the
city where meat is offereds for sale,

In many of these places, pa:ticulazly
at the larger markets, it was found
that the extreme prices were being
maintained and that the quality was
being held up to the highest pitch, but
in some of the smaller places, anay
from the centre of business,-the great-
est cutting in prices was found ana
the quality of the meat displayed ap-
peared to have deteriorated nearly as
much as the price, and to the latter
condition must be attiibuted much of
the drop in prices. One thing is cer-
tain regarding the places visited, of
not one where the lowest prices above
mentioned wére in vegue . can it be sa.d
that the meat was of the best quality
or anywhere a2pproaching it.

Bepartimenial diores smru;l £ 3

The butchers themselves talked
freely on the subject and appearad to
be more or less exercised o?ncernlng
the continued ‘‘bargein day” in their
particular business. One dealer, who,
for years has been established not far
from St. Lawrence Hall, was espe;dal-
ly communicative, “Look here:' said
the knight of the meal saw, ‘where
have you ever seen finer beef and lamb
than these 7”-And they were certainly
all that the most fastidions could de-
sire. “I have besen compelled to cut
prices on this quality of meat it is
trus,” continued he, “‘but I have not,
and do not propose dropping below 12
cents per pound for sirloin cuts and
10 cents per pound for the most desir-
able-lamb cuts. I am aware that fur-
ther cutting is in progress all over
the city and am at a loss to under-
stand it, unless it be that the compe-
tien afforded by the introduction of
butcher shops into millinery and dry-
goods establ shments is proving more
than they can stand up under.

“From my own knowledge of the
matter,” added the dealer, “I can state
to you that no man can sell meat at
the prices prevailing in some sections
of the city, except at a loss, providing,
of course, the goods are represented
to be choice, anl it is only a question
of time before somebody must go to
the wall if the practice is not stopped.
But then the quality is not kept up
in these establishments, and in many
of them the meat handled is hardly fit
for consumption.”

7 A Matter of Money Not Quality.

And a subsequent viSit to a small
butchering establishment, pretty well
up north, seemed to bear out the last
assertion of the dealer. Here was
found a quantity of meat labelled,
“girloin steak, 8 cents,” but it was a
long way from choice. In the sh').\'w
window was a rib rcast ticketed *5
cents a pound.” It would have betfn
dear at half the money. Lamb, po-.h
hindquarters and forequarters, was
prominently displayed at ' from
4 to 8 cents per pound,
while everything else in the shop was
offered ‘at proportionate prices.

“Do you not experience dimcultx
in disposing of this class of meat 4
was asked of the proprietcr of the es-
tablishment.

“Not in the least,” was the reply.
““You see, my customers are not over
particular in the matter. It's a ques-
tion of dollars and cents with them,
and as they have good strong teeth,
and powerful digestive organs, what
you see here appeurs to satisfy them.
Of course, some of my patrons are
more particular, and for these 1 carry
a better quality in the refrigerator,
but of course it is sold at a slight ad-
vance over. the card prices.

Losing Monecy Every Day.

“I really think that the meat dis-
played for sale just now is of a much
poorer quality than ever bzfore in the
annals of Toronto,” continued the
dealer, in response to a question, “and
it is due, I think, to the illegitimate
butchering business going on down
town. Those big concerns can afford
to lose money on beef ard lamb., It is
a good advertisement for them and
they figure to recoup their losses
through sales made in other depart-
ments. You may think the meat I am
selling is not particularly good, but
I can assure you it costs e mure
than I can get for it and if &« change
doesn’t occur shortly I shall have to
retire and seek employment with some
concern that has mora money to lose
in the business than I bavea, And I
might add that I am ot alone .in_this
predicament, either—there are others.”

Publiec Pemand Cheap Meat,

The above Instances serve to illus-
trate the extremes, both with respect
to price and qualitv. Througnout ike
city, along Yonge, Queen, King and
other well-patronized streets interme-
diate prices and intermediate aualities
are the rule with the butchers. Si-loin
roasts at 10 and 11 cents, steaks the
same, rib roasts at ¢ to 8 cents and
lamb at 5 to 7 cents are found in these
establishments, Tlke quality is good,
but certainly not the best, but on this
point - the proprietors wisely argue,
‘“who can rearonably expect a prime
cut at such a figure ?” and therein lies
the wholé story. The demand for chieap
meat has lately grown to, such prcror-
tions that the dca'ers have been com-
pelled to supply it,

Prices May Never be 'as Wigh Again

A Yonge-street retailer, who fo merly
enjoyed a large family trade, was
found busily engaged discussing the
situation with hims If. t .ere being nvo
customers in sight. ‘“You see,”” wailed
he, “my business is nearly all gore.
I have been fcrolish enough to think
that I could hold my custom at good
prices for good meats, but the mad
rush for soda. water butcher shors and
ready-made cloihing stores where @7
handful of meat is practically thrown
in with every corduroy vest sold, has
affected my former patrons and the
only satisfaction I can derive out of it
is that the other fellow is losing money
by the operation. I don’t think tha:
this latest fad is going to 12st, tke peo-
pie will. return to their senses and
their old butchers. Prices may never
be as high again as they have been in
the past, but it i3 folly t> presume
that they can leng remain where some
establishments have” chosen to put
them during the past few weeks.” i

And thus the matter stands. Tha
butchers are 2t war among themselves
and the people, in general, are the
gainers,

issmes am Appeal to the People of Toronte
in Regard to the Canal and Agueduct,
The World has been requested by Mr. B
A. Macdonald to publish the following :

To the people of Toronto :

30 much has been irrelevantly said in re
lation to the great work to which L have
devoted myse)r for several years past that
miuny just-minded people who desire to
lend’ their influence in 1avor of every good
work nave become so confused by contlicting
statements and arguments that I have con-
cluded to lay before the people in two let.
ters a plain, simple statement of the whole
case as it now stands, and 1 ask every citi-
zen who has the interest of this commuhity
at heart to read them carefully and under-
stand the subject from my point of view
once for all.

Krom the inception of the agitation in
March, 1803 the construction of & ship
canal rrom Georgian Bay to Lake Ontario
was one of the primary objects of the com-
pany ; but the more immediate feature of
the work was the construction of a power
aqueduct from Lake Ontario to Lake Sim-
coe.

Knowing the depressed condition .of af-
fairs in Toronto, 1, in my simplicity, sup-
posed that the City Council and -the To-
ronto press would heartily join In the pro-
e e it hat
tive of the originator o .
in view, I apglled to the City Coun-
cil to have our company placed in the same
position as other electric light and power
companies, and we assed the Council to
assist us in procuring the proper legisla~
tion. We were met and treated by some of
the members of the City Council and a
section of the press as public enemies. I
made a number of statements in good faith
concernfig the projecy, which, owing to
the lack of data at that early stage, proved
more or less inéorrect in detall, but guite
true in substance. Wlthgnt the slightest
inquiry or informatlom, tife whole matter
was treated with the utmost derision and
contempt, and myself and assoclates sub-
jected to the most cruel persecution and
misrepresentation, Some of the few finy
ancial friends that stood by us were driven
off by the daily shower of abuse and ridi-
cule.” After a time it was said that we
had abandoned the idea of a ship canal,
and our wisdom was greatly commended
by those who concocted the yarn. The
story of our abandonment of the ship canal
feature was like nearly every other state-
ment of our opponents—entirely unwar-
ranted by the facts. Such _an idea never’
found lodgment for|ome instant with those
who controlled the company, and its policy
from its inception till now.

So far from aiding us in promoting the
great enterprise, certain aldermen appeared
before the Private Bills Committee and op-
posed -the incorporation of the company.

After being defeated at the Legislature
and on the public platform, our enemies
continued the only argument that they
thought they had left. They s#id * the
company is not substantial,” that 1s, we
had not a sufficient number of millionaires
on our Board of Directors. Time and
again I have pointed out that such an ar-
gument is simply absurd. It matters not
at all to the pugllc who the members of the
company are. The company does not pro-
pose to borrow money on the credit of its
members. The money will be raised prin-
cipally upon bonds secured by mortgage on
the eompany’s works, .nd the lenders will
see that the money will be properly secur-
ed and applied.

After answering every kindergarten ar-
gumftent, we have demonstrated and con-
vinced the public, and even our enemies,
that we are prosecuting a grand and meri-
torious work, that will do more for the
relief and development of Toronto than any
and all other schemes agitated within the
last quarter of a century.

My object in addressing you at this time
is to point out some of the responsibilities
resting upon you as citizens at this critical
epoch in our history.

T cannot begin to point out and explam
the innumerable and lasting oenefits that
the construction of the agueduct and canal
will confer upon this city and district ; but
the natural difficulties are many, and the
artificial difficult:es arc more. Capital is
naturally timid, and men do not care to in-
vest in a project that is continpally being
discredited by local influence and authority.

The attacks of a section of the press up-
on the feasibility and praecticability of the
C.P.R. from year to year during the con-
struction of that great enterprise cost the
C.P.R. Company many millions of dollars,
as they had to sell their stocks and Donds
at such prices as realized them but a frac-
tion of their par value ; but the unfortu-
nate farmer of the Northwest, not the C.P.
R., Is the real victim. He has now to pay
ruinous freight rates to provide interest on
security, discounted bonds and dividends
on stocks sold away below par. It 'will be
the same in your case if you allow the ald-
ermen to continue to m'srepresent you, by
destroying a " project that they cannot or
will not understand. The loss wilF be
yours if the company is compelled to raise
money by selling its stock for 25 cents on
the dollar, or less. as the C.P.R. did. 'The
case is simple. The company will in that
case have to issue four dollars of stock for
one of cash,upon which four dollars you wii!
eventually have to pay dividends in the
form of increased prices for electric heat,
light and power, just as the Northwest
farmer does in the case of the C.P.R. Do
not make any mistake. These fodlish ald-
ermen are making history at your expense.
They cannot stop the great work. They
can only delay it for a'few months, depriv-
ing you of its immediate benefits, and make
it more costly for you in the end.

I have just returned from New York City,
the great commercial and financial metropo-
lis of this continent.

‘I at once
concurred in their suggestions, and have
returned home to secure in the most em-
phatic manner your moral gupport and &n-
dorsation of this important work.

On my way home visited Ogdenshurg,
N. Y., was received by the Board of
Trade of that place with the greatest con-
sideration, and that body unanimously en-
dorsed the project, and passed a resolution
asking the United States Congress to ree-
ognize the work, and aid the company fin-
ancially.

That proposition affects the
Gas Company and the two Electric Light
and Power companies, each of which now
enjoys a monopoly in its respective fleld.

Have you ever considered what that
means? Let me tell you. There is not a
local bank or loan company or other fin-
ancial institution in the city that is not
influenced and controlled by the directors
and shareholders of one or other or all of
these companies. Their shareholders sit in
the City Council, and refuse to let you
vote upon the acceptance or rejection of
the Aqueduct Company’s offers. The share-
holders of these rival companies control
the policy of several of our great daily
papers. Now, can you see where all of the
speclous arguments and ‘pleadings come in
against competition? Can you see now
where, why and bhow ordinary news of
great public interest is suppressed in the
interest of these o'd time entrenched mo-
nopolics?

These are a few of the lions in the path
of progress.
