all it surveyed. In this fine district isalso
to be found the home of William Charlton,
late municipal councillor who owus a fine
farm, and Sidney Sannders, J. P, who also
owbs a fice farm and fine buildings, His
son has recently built a handsome cottage,
aod Ais pext door neighbor, John Me-
Nayr, has lately made valuable improve.
ments i his dwelling which is now one of
the fiuest there, sod a pretty new cottage
bas been built on the shores of the lake by
Elwood Youug. All these domiciles are
well-patuted and give evidence of increas~
ing wealth and taste,

In Springfield, in which the first tree
was cut in 1823, I found much change for
the better since my last visit, Amoong
new aud handsome dwellings recently
built I voticed those of Joseph Bent,
Motrisons (two), Robert Charlton  and two
others by the Grimws, that occuped by the
Rev, Mr. Blakney snd —— Roop, and a
new oue iu course of coustruction by ~—
Bent. In this district the improvements
in the farme have bevn very great, and it is

In Falkland a great change has taken
place in the two last decades. 1 visited
several orchards here, all of which were
planted within the last twenty years, Io
one of these, that of Mr. Edward Marshall,
for whose hospitality I was indebted during
my short visit, I saw as fine Rilstoos,
Kings, Spys, Blenheims, and Nonpareils as
are, or can be grown anywhere, From one
of these trees, if it has not suffereed from
the late gule, he will surely put wp eight
or ten barrels of superb fruit. 1 also saw
magoificent Gravensteing and Chenango
Strawberrys, with other fall varieties, in
the orchards of Charles R. Marshall,
Ambrose Cbariton and William Sproule.
The soil of this district seems to be admir~
ably adapted to the growth of apples, and
has a fine fruit future before it, Each of
these settlements has provided itself with
schoo! houses of & respectable character,
and the central one containg a neat little
church which will soon have to be eo-
larged to afford room for the fast increasing
population., To conclude I must add a
few words anent the

Letter From Rev. J. Clark.

R

As a general thing the farmers of Eog-
land pay little attention to their orchards.
They have been accustomed to depend
principally on their grain crops and stock
There may be notable exceptious, especial.
ly in Devonshire, which a county well
known on account of its apples ag well as
its cows. I have beer through many of
the English counties, but have never seen
the farmers pay as much attention to their
fruit trees a8 the farmers of the Annapolis
Valley, The Eoglish farmer is no pomo-
logist. With the market gardeners the
case ig slightly different ; but compara-
tively few even of these make as good a
showing of well-pruned and cared-for trees
as they might, Thus foreign fruit-raisers
find a ready market. Nova Scolians are not
the only competitors. Capada,the United
States, and the continent of Europe pour in
their supplies. Still, there is no reason to
fear that the markets will be closed or
overstocked. The best will always pay the
best, and find a sure sale, The door is
open, and the demand is ou the iocrease.
Many doctors are now recommending the
free use of apples, both raw and cooked, es~
pecially the latter, as both wholesome and
beneficial to the human system,

The apparent neglect of apple culture
may be largely accouunted for by the reason
already given, and, partly from an evident
reluctance on the part of the present gen.
eration to do what their fathers have not
done before them, Then, again, they are
at a disadvantage in not owning the land
they till, Most of the land belongs to the
aristocracy and mouied classes ; oot a lit-
tle to the established church and the uoni-
versities of Cambridge and Oxtord, Com-
paratively few of the farmers are land
owpers. No one is likely to make the
same improvements, expecially of a per-
manpent nature, on a farm he hires, with a
limited tenure, a8 he would if the farm
were his own,

Since the passing of the Corn Laws,
pow a matter of history, and the popular
cry, or crage, for free trade, farmiog has
waterially changed, The importation of
cattle and cuuned supplies from abroad,
increase iu this
direction, bas also wade a difference.
What Eogland needs is fewer gentleman
farmers, in the fashionable sense of that
term, and more working ones. And she is
getting them and will get more, This, in
time, will bevefit the colonies, for these
will obtain in place of genteel, unpractical
settlers, men of experience and muscle,
able and willing with their own hande to
clear and improve the eoil, and such will
become & source of strength and wealth to
the communities in which they settle,
