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—A wholesome fear is manifest through-
out Canada, that the great Morgan steel
trust will gather to itself the infant steel in-
dustries of Nova Scotia and Ontario. There
is reason for fear, and the feeling is more
acute than it would have been prior to the
operation of the Standard Oil Company in
this country. It is true that the story of
the Morgan trust seeking to obtain control of
the Canadian enterprise has been denied, but
it must not be thought that a simple .denial
disposes the danger of the invasion. The
Morgan trust, with its capital of over two bil-
lion dollars, was formed to control the steel
industries and make the price, of either the
raw material or the manufactured, to the
world, and it is not reasonable to suppose
that such competitors as the Nova Scotia
and Oatario industries promise to be, will be
permitted to develop along independent
lines, if it is possible to bind them with the
tentacles of the greatest octopus Capital has
yet reared to fight the battles with sturdy
Labor. The Canadian industries may yet be
unmolested, and the controlling corporations
may not have the slightest intention of sei-
ling out, but their working capital was larg:
ly obtained in the stock exchanges, and the
Morgan trust can prcpably buy in these
markets a controlling interest. There is no
business but has its price, and the American
syndicace controls money enough to pay a
price that will secure all the stock it needs.
There is no likelihood of the importance of
our industries being overlooked. The Amer-
ican steel magnates know that a giant has
been born in Cape Breton that will in a short
time be strong enough to wrest the markete
of Earope from their control, and the com-
bination that does not include its strength
will not effeot the purpose for which it was
oreated. To our thinking the Morgan trust
has not failed to reckon with the Nova Sco-
tia steel industry at least, and it is not un-
likely that a proposition to effectually round
out the combine will soon be forthcoming
The people of Canada have had occasion to
learn that combines do not work for the gen-
eral good, and the government should luse
no time in barring the progrees of these evil
by statutory regulations. The tendency of
monopolies to destroy competition and create
arbitrary values for the commodities they
control is exasperating, and is a feature of
the struggle between capital snd labor that
will prodace, if unchecked, a revolution be-
side which the greatest strikes of history
will pale into insignificance. Our govern-
meats, provincial and federal, will best serve
the interests of the people by checking the
growth of these truste rather than licensing
them as, the records of the past show, has
been done,
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Dynamite Fishing.

The destructive method of taking fish by
exploding charges of dynamite among the
schools, as practiced by numerous Canadian
and Usited States fishing vessels during the
past season of 1900, in the waiers uear the
Oid Proprietor Ledge, Grand Manan, is to be
strictly prevented by the Canadian cruisere.

During the pasi summer numerous fishing
veseels, not ouly from the Canadian side,
but from the State of Main also, procured
their electric atteries and dynamite charg-
es and made fairly good fishing for the sboii
season that the pollock were playing amorg
the swift running tides and eddies near ibe
dangerous ledges and shoals on the southern
shores of Grand Manan. As high as six or
eight hundred pollock would sometimes be
killed by the explosion of a single caarge in
a school of fish.

An experimental charge of dynamite ex-
loded by Capt. Pratt last summer at Brier
sland in the midst of a school of small pol-

lock showed that over one-half the fish killed
by a charge of dynamite sink immediately to
the bottom and are lost to the fisherman.
it can easily be seen by the above experiment
thatjen immense destruction of small fish is
the result of this startliug and undesirabie
method now practised by these up to date
fishermen. In comsequence of the many
largely sigoed petitions from all parts of the
Bay of Fundy uow being forwarded to the
marine and fisheries department at Ottawa,
it is quite probable thas an order in council
will be enacted making it a criminal offence
for any vessel to be found fitted out for catch-
ing fish by means of dynamite or other ex-
plosives, and orders will probably be issued
to commanders of cruisers to carefully search
all inspecied vessels found in the Bay of Fun-
day or other Canadian waters.

Marking of Fruit.

Ottawa, Feb, 28.—The Minister of Agri-

culture introduced in the House of Commons
yesterday a bill to provide for the marking
and inspection of packages containing fruit
for sale. The mmasure, he explained,'foilowed
in the main the lines of a similar bill intro-
duced last session and was brought in as the
result of complaints that some Canadian
packers and fruit dealers had been packing
goods in a way to injure the reputation of
our fruits at home and abroad. The bill pro-
posed to establish grades of fruit which could
be legibly marked on the outside of the pack-
ages, to indicate the quality of the contents.
It also made these packages subject to an
inspection and established penalties for in-
correct marking. The present bill was wid-
er in its scope than that of a year ago. It
applied to our domestic as well as to our for-
eign trade, and it included all closed pack-
ages of fruit instead of only pears and apples.
It was brought in on the representations of.
fered by the fruit growers’ and shippers’ as-
sociations of the several provinces, and an
effort had been made to bring all these into
& harmonious measure, while at the samq
time interfering as little as may be with
trade.
In reply to a question'by Dr. Sproule, the
minister stated that the inspection would be
made wherever the fruit was offered for sale
or stored and inspectors would be appointed
to see to the enforcement of the new law.

No-
where in Christendom, declared the colonel,
were there countries more unprepared for
war than the British colonies, and no colony
was more inadequately defended than Can-
ada. He suggested that the militia force
should be increased considerably, that the
forts at Halifax, Esquimalt and Quebec
should be taken over and defended by Can-
adians, that Sydney and other vulnerable
points be fortitied, and a large supply of arms,
ammunition and stores should be kept always
on hand.

in general; and of this one in particular, I
did so, and the il i ly decided
to re-organize the Bridgetown establishment,
this work being intrusted to the asylum
committee, who were to call on me for any
aid or advice I was capable of rendering.

My first suggestion was that a competent
woman be employed as matron and head
nurse. Assisting her, a sufficient number of
subordinate empioyees were to be engaged,
all to be instrucied by her in their special
duties. The farm in connection with the
asylom wae to be worked under the direc-
tion of the keeper of the asylum for paupers,
within a few hundred feet and adjoining the
property of the asylum for insane.

I knew of a woman, a graduate of the
training school at Mount Hope, who was
not only a good attendant, but possessed of
excellent administrative ability, I had been
in correspondence with ber, in anticipation
of such an opportunity, and submitted her
name to the committee. She accepted the

osition and eatered upon her duties in

arch. A male and female attendant, &
cook, and an extra man and woman were
also engaged, and the work of reorganiza-
tion was done.

In June 1 made an official visit, and was
astonished at the change which had occur-
pred. The house was clean, neatly painted,
the floors polished, the beds neatly made,
“and the whole interior appearance of things
a8 different as possible to the former state.
But the most gratifying change was in the
fappearance and demeanor ot the patients.
They looked cheerful and contented, aad
were well supervised. No one was in se-
clusion or mechanical restraint; the sitting
rooms were used as such, and the bed rooms
reserved for their proper function. Conver-
sation with the more sensible inmates ¢b-
tained from them an expression of opinion
of a most satisfactory kind. The name of
the lady wbo has accomplished this refor-
mation is Miss Etter. The committee, con-
gisting of Messre. Vroom, Bath aud Fitch,
have worked hard and willing to aid the
“cause, and have assumed some responsibili-
ties which were not torseen; they are deserv-
ing of much praise. No doubt the improved
condition of things is a source of very just
pride to them, Certainly the asylum, as I
saw it in June was worthy of praise, and
could be copied with profit by some of our
municipflities. The experiment seems to
me to prove that the sérvices of » competent
woman, trained in this special work, to act
as head nurse or matron, or both, could be
with advantage very generally engaged in
the county iusticutions largely if not wholly
occupied by insane patients,”

Tue PoorR-AsSYLUM.

There is a hydrant outside with hose con-
nections and a coil of hose to be attached.
There is no connection inside the house, and
there are no hand extinguishers and no out-
side fire escapes. The building is a lofty
one, and in case of fire the exits by the
ordinary stairways might easily be blocked
or become useless. 7The house is heated by
stoves, a plan which is not to be commended
on the ground of safety. Not long sincem
owing to a defective pipe, a fire occurred,
which was fortunately discovered and ex-
tinguished. I strongly recommend that the
heating be changed to furnace, which I am
sure would be safer, cleaner, better and more
economical in the end, though -apparently
expensive in the beginning.

he food i good and wholesome. The
management of the house and the house-
keeping seem good. I found the rooms clean
snd in excelient order. Some much needed
patching to the plaster and painting of the
woodwork has been done, and more is to
follow, all of which add decidedly to the
neat appearance of the interior, and make
the efforts of the matron to have every-
thing nice more effectual. The beds were
all clean and well made, and one or two in-
mates bore testimony to the general comfort
which existed. The death rate seems large,
but I am informed that those dying were very
young or very old. Grippe and its after
effects were the principal causes of death.

In the rear of the main building is a frame
house occupied by the negro members of the
household. It is in very bad repair, and
should be either put in good order or closed,
and ite inmates transferred to the® main
building, where they could be more under
supervision than at present. The colour
line is pretty distinctly drawn, and Iimagine
this last enggestion will not be popular.
The first, then, should be carried out. As
it now is, owing to the peculiar habits of its
cccupants, this house is really a source of
danger to the whole institution.

The superintendent now looks after the
farming operations of both institutions. I
do not see why the plan should not be quite
successful. The crops fok the year promised
to be very good.
