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Killed on the Track.

While walking on the railway track
at Rockingham last week, Isaac
Bayers, aged sixty years, a gar-
dener in the employ of Alex.

The Alaskan Boundary.

London, Sept. 15.—~The first day of
the oral srguments in  the Alaskae
bonndary yuestion was taken ap by
Attorney General Finley, who partial-
ly presenied the Canadian view of
this important controversy. The Cana-
dians  are gratified at = scoring
vwhat they believe to be the
first poinu. During the afternoon ses-
sion the attorney general sought to
establisn the I’ortland channel and fix
the entrance thereto. He interpreted
the words, “A la hateur de,” in the
llusso- British ccrrespondence leading
to the signature of 1825, not as show-
ing that the boundary lies “on the
same parallel,” as the lower end of the
Prince of Wales Island, as claimed by
United States, but ‘‘off of,” as
asserted by Canada. The effect of this
would be 1o fix the line of 45 degrees
55 minutes, as claimed byCanada.

Chief Justice Alverston agreed with
Attorney General Finley.

When the American counsel have the
the opportunity tc speak, they say
teey wiil show that the Canadians.
themselves have given various inter-
pretations of the phrase, and they are
inclined to minimize the importance
ob Lord Alverstone’s statement.

London, September 16.—Only a few
spectators were present when Attorney
General Finlay to-day resumed his ar-
gument for Canade before the Alaskan
boundary tribunal, in session at the
foreign office.

\merican Legisiation on Cigarettes.

Forty-iwo ouu of the forty-six states
of the Union have enacted anti-cigar-
ette laws. Meany citics and towns
have passid prohibitive or restrictive
vy-laws. Last yeur a wave of educa-
tion, produced by attempts to secure
legislation, passed over the country,
and as & result more than one billion
less cigareites were sold in 1896 than
in 1898.

To show what methods have been
used the fellowing may be of interest:

Two states, Nevada and Montana,
have cigarctte license laws; the first is
cith, and the second without an age
limit. One stete forbids sale of cigar-
ettes to those under 14 years of age,
nother to those under 15. Sixteen
~tates forbid sale under 16 years of
ace, one under 27. The Indiana, Towa,
GGeorgia, N. Dakota, S. Carolina and
‘Vyoming laws prohibit sale to ‘min-
rs.’ while Meine, Nebraska, Nevada,
and Wisconsin put the prohibitive lim-
it at 21. Florida rules out the sale
altogether. except under certain speci-
Ged circamstarces. Massachusetts pro-
hibits sale end manufacture, and Ten-
re-see, which has no manufacturies
within its horders. caps the climax by
wtting its ber upon sale and impor-
tation. |

He
died loved ard respected by all who
knew him. Up to the time of his last
illness he had enioyed perfect health,
with the exception of one short illness
of pneumonia five years ago. He died
of ol age, falling asleep as peacefully
at lest as a child, He is now with
the Joved ones gone before and he too
has gone home 1o join the loved wife
of his youth: slso his children who
died in childhood, and four grandchil-
dren.

While the firecracker is likely to be
es pcpular as ever this year, the toy
pisto]l has becomc a still greater favy
orite. There is semething supremely
fascinating for the boy in the mimic
revolver. He thinks he fcels the man
in him respora to the explosion of the
caps. He carries it in his hip pocket,
just as a policeman does. If it has
chawmbers for blunk cartridges, he loads
the cylinder slter the fashion of a Wes-
tern cowboy. And then comes the sup-
1icme moment of pulling the trigger
and smeiling the smoke.

It so happens that just now the
kealth officials of various American
cities are watching the toy pistols as
attentively as the boys themselves. In
Pitisburgh this year the annual har-
vest of futalit’es has already begun.
Ten boys have died from blood pois-
oning, and the Board of Health is en-
deavoring to prevent the sale and use
of the toy pistol. In Chicago a wo-
man shopkecper was fined $50 for sell-
ing a toy piste!, with a box of capd
to a child. Tn this case another child
got bold of the weapon and killed it-
self.

_In this city the Health Department
is in readiness to fight lockjaw, which
so frequently results fatally from pis-
tol wounds. Health Commissioner
Lederle says he will from now on pro-
vide whoever comes with serum, and
the State Health Department has also
announc:d that it has a large stock
of anti-tetamic serum ready. The spec-
tng]:e of physicians solemnly preparing
autitoxins in their laboratories while
ihe gamins shoot off their fingers in
the etreets, would seem as sensible as
breaking cne’s leg for the sake of hav-
ing it set in splints. If is somewhat
similar to the automobile races in
France, when the “pleasure seekers”
are followed up in the rear by an am-
bulance and surgeons.
