3+ It bas often been remarked in Scotland, that few collecting clerks
of distillers or wine and spirit merchants last more than two years,
that time being sufficient to sink them either into irretrievable habits
of intemperance or the grave. Indeed, some of the young collect-
ing clerke request seasoned drinkers to accompany them in their
calls to take the drinking part of the business off their bands, So
“much for the effects of this business upon clerks ; and now let us
see its effects upon retailers.

Several dram-shops in this city have had three or four tenants in
wapid succession—the old ones dying out or running away to make
woom for new victims. Qane grocer in this city had twenty-two
tavern keepers on bis books, seventeen of whom either ran away or
died drunkards.
