for this inferior race for the most
part hold the idea that sll religions
worship iz to be treated with
respect, Moreover, they liked their
miesionary, and considered him in
& measure under their protection.

The reotory certainly did mot

present a very cheerful aspect on
this December afternoon. There
was & protty good fire, and the
room was 8s neat as hands ocould
make 1t, but the carpet in the
middle of the flaor was dingy and
threadbare, and the scanty farni-
ture was a good mateh for it, Mrs;
Root lay on the old couch, covered
with a comforter which had seen its
best days. 8he wore a faded ealico
wrapper, all too thin for the season,
and s little worn plaid shawl, She
ought to hsve boen in bed, but
there was no fire in the bedroom,
and it was needfnl to ecomomize
foel, which i3 not very plentifal
thereabouts. A girl of about twelve
sat at the window, reading & story
book to two younger children, and
an older maiden, whose black hair
and dark skin showed her descent,
was finishing a emall ironing,
glancing from Ume to time, with
an anxious expression, at the lady
or. the sofs.

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Tex Church Review, London,
Eng,, under the title ‘ Undenomi-
national Christianity,’ and referring
to some utterances of the Bishop of
Bedford says:

We desire, however, at the pres.
ent moment to Isy more special
stress on the Bishop's remarks upon
the subject of undenominational
Christianity, He informed his
hearers that he was making ar-
rangoments for the purchaie of a
Nonconformist chapel which had
just come into the market, and said
that one ef the features of the rel’-
gion of the day was ihat people
seemed enamoured of undenomina-
tionaliem, He did not hesitate to
declare that his experiénce proved
that missions conducted on theline
of this ism were invariably hostile
10 the Churoh, They had not that
definitepess fo recommend them
which a Nonconformist mission
pure and simple had. Indeed there
was nothing whatever definite about
them. No one knew what those
who conduoted them were going to
teach, nor did even the agonts
themselvesseem to know. Such an
indiotment as this, coming from
such & man, is one that cannot be
passed by in silence. It is 8o pain-
fully true, that those who are, in
the Bishop’s words, enamoured of
undenominationalism, would do
well to seo if their idol does not
rest upon & very insecure founda-
tiop, If they are honest they will
submit it to & searching examina-
tion, and when the test has once
been applied it will reveal & very
rotten atate of affairs in Denmark.
There is mnch in Christianity zpon
whioh all are agreed, from the
Catholic Churchman to the Plym-
outh Brother, All point to one
Saviour, Very God and very man;
a8 the sole source of redemption.
All believe in one Holy Spirit,
Wkose preventing grace alone oan
eonvert the ginner, All socept the
Holy Bible as inspired and as the
standard by which doctrine must
be tried. Bat these primary truths,
thoogh enough in themselves to
bring & man out of the slough of
despond, will not build up either in

his faith or in the practice of his
religion, Milk is the right food
for babas in Christ, but those who
are growing out of infanoy must
algo be fed, and for thera more eub-
stautial food is required.—Pacific
Churchman.
