Mr. Butt, being in Belfast on'the Gth inst., attend-
ing a lawsnit at the Assizes, in the evening a large
number of his admirers assembled at the Roynl
Hotel for the purpose of giving him an ovation. Qn
his making his appearance in the streets, they at-
tempted to chair him , but this Mr, Butt declined.
However, they collected around -him in a large mass,
and accompanied the distinguished gentleman to the
Flectwood steamer.

The Northern Whig announces that coal, raised in
the county Tyrone, is now selling in Belfast at 12s.
per ton.

On the night of the 3rd of August, a most daring
assassination was committed in Ballinrobe. Shortly
after ten o'clock, the town was thrown iuto n state
of consternstion by the report of fire-arms, and an
alarm that Martin Tunbridge, & process-server, had
been shot on the river side, in the vieinity of the
military barracks., Tunbridge had gone towands
the burrack with a man named Fahy, and in return-
ing three shots were fired at him. One lodged in
the back of his neck, one entered his abdomen, and
another made a hole in lus hat, He died of the
wounds during the night. The constabulary ar-
rested Fahy, and an officer’s servant, named Frost,
of the 12th Regiment. They were brought before
T. W. Kenny aud R. Tighe, Esqrs. Fahy was com-
mitted on remand, and the soldier discharged. A
six-barrelled revolver was found by Sub-Constable
Ormsby in the river, three chambers being dis-
charged. The coroner’s jury returned an open ver-
dict. Fahy is still in custody.

A later dispatch, dated August 8, states that the
constabulary have arrested a man named McDer-
niott, on suspicion of being concerned in the murder
of Tunbridge. It is believed the arrest was made in
consequence of a currcat rumor that the man who
shot T'nnbridge wore lizht colored clothes, as Mc-
Dermott was similarly attired, but apparently in a
destitute condition. He states he is from Ballin-
robe. He was remanded o petty sessions.

The wagisterial investigation into the murder of
Martin Tunbridge, at Ballinrobe, concluded on the
oth instant. The County Inspector applied for a
remand, stating that he had further information
which he could not disclose at present, but which
he believed would inculpate the party in custody as
well as others.  Mr. C. O'Malley, instructed by Mr®
Griflin, opposed the application. The County In-
spector having made information for a remand, the
magistrates remanded Fahy till the following Mon-
day, when the inquiry will be resumed. Fahy was
acquitted by the coroner’s jury, but is still in cus-
tody pending inquiry,

ment, that certain persons named by them have
been guilty of the offences of bribery and treating,
such report, with the evidence taken by the commis-
sion, shall be lnid before the Attorney-General, with
a view to his instituting & prosecution againat such

"persons if the evidence should in his opinion be

sutticient to support a proscention.- Section 16 of
the Parliamentary Elections Act, 1868, declares that
the report of the judge in respect of persons guilty
of corrupt practices shall, for the purposc of the pro-
secution of such persons, in pursuance of the section
abeve cited, have the sume efféct as the report of
the election committee therein mentioned, that
certain persons have been guilty of bribery and
treating. Tuken together, these two sections con-
fine the duty of the Attorney-General to prose-
cutions for bribery and treating. Three times over
do these two sections repeat the words bribery
and treating” to exhibit those two offences as
the only two offences in respect of which this
particular statutory duty is to arise. Yet the four
law oflicers of England and Ireland vouch them-
selves as authoritics for the position that these two
sections command the Attorny-General to prosecute
persons reported for undue influence and intimida-
tion. Prejudicted people might suspect that such
a blunder is atleast convenient. “ Undue intluence”
is by section 5 of 17 and 18 Vie,¢ 102, a misde-
meanour. But as there is no statutory duty cast on
any one oflicial to-prosecute persons for that misde-
meanour, & Goverument persceution of the petsous
reported against by Mr. Justice Keogh would be in-
stituted ou Government responsibility. The con-
struction put by the four law officers on section 9 of
26 Vie, ¢ 20, und on section 16 of 31 and 32 Vig, ¢
125, would relieve the Government of the odium of
prosecuting by casting the burden on the statute and
by representing that the Attorney-General is in pro-
secating simply duing what, by the special terms
of the statute, he, as a persona designate, must do.
Such a suspicion, howoever, is rebutted by the gener-
al attitude agsuraed by the Government on Thurs-
day night, and we can enly therefore regard the
laboured explanation rendered by Mr. Dowse on
Tuesday night as . mere superfluity. So long as
an attempt is made to bring justice home to the offen-
ders, it is, so fur as the public interest is concerned,
not very material whether the Government ora part-
icular officer initiate the proceedings. DBut that is
no reason why a wrong interpretation should be put
on &n Act of Parlinment, or why we should not deo
our best to expose the error.—7"%: Law Journal.

Seriors Ramway Corntsion—A collision ocenrred
on the North-Western Railway on Monday night.—

of 100 feet in dizmeter, drooping low, so that the
tree cists a shadow beyond that of uny Windsor oak,
and enhouses you like a banyan, The great limb
has yielded fo a recent blast, and tonckes the ground,
with leaves still green wpon it. As in a rcrvitor,
smitten in defense of the mansion had sunk bis
wonnded limb te carth, the tree still holds up its
liead proudly, and watds off the temgeat’s onset with
its unharmel branches,
