FARMERS' COLUMN.

Mupx Serrixe—The setting of milk requires two
thingse~—time and space. Time furnishes itself;
space must bo provided. In winter it must be in
warm quarters; in summer, coolness is demanded.

Evvcarisa Honszs—Says the English FVeterin.
arian: “ Horses can be educated to the extent of
thelr understanding as well as children The
great differctce in them comes from different man-
agement. We oncesaw an agad Iady drive a high-
spirited-horse, attached to a carciage, down a steep
hill, with no hold back straps upon the harness, and
sho asgured us that there was no danger, for her
own gon accustomed his horses to all kinds of
usages and sights that commonly drive the animal
into a frenzy of fear and excitement. Anything
can be done with a horse, if he only be taught by
careful management that he will not be injured
thereby.

Coverixa Szep Too DeerLy.—A great deal of geed,
says & farmer, is buried annually, instead of being
sown. This is frequently the reason why seed fails
to grow. Itis put down beyond the 1each of sun
and air, There are many small, delicate gnrden
sceds, that arc apt to be buried too roughly, as well
as too deeply. In fact, all small seeds are UVetter
sown on tha surface. Then a little fine sand or
leat mould should be sitted over them. When coarse,
lompy earth is thrown on them tho conditions are
not favorable to growth. Iun default of a supply of
fine sand or lenf mould with which o cover seed,
the garden rake should te used to remove the
lumps or fine them down, £0 as to make a foft, nice
seed bed.

Coumox Sgxer iy Faruixe.—Some agricultural
writer hrs very corcectly observed, that “True
farming consiets largely in the exercise of common
sense” This is more or less true of all vocations,
and sassuredly there is abandant scope for this
quality in conducting the operations of the fann,
System, order, judicious planning, economy of
time and of strength are constantly wmeeded on a
farm. Most farmers know well enough when it is
time to do sceding and harvesting, but there are
'mnny details that need the constant application of
practical wisdom, Multitudes of things are thought
of, intended to be done, and forgotten until the time
comes that they are actually aecded. It will Le
found a great help to keep a note-book and eater
therein the various things that suggest themselves
from time fime, in the cvening, during the winter,
and in leisure hours it will be yood employment to
con over this note-book and carry out the project-
ed improvements recorded thercin,

*I'ne Hirep Mex oF Toe FarM.—As a class, the
hired men of the farm are rapidly becoming one of
the greatest trials of farming ; notonly on account
of their incompetency, but because of their im.
morality and profunity. There could not be amore
demoralizing influcnce in the home circle than
they ofiener produce, Sceds of gin and vice are
quickiy sown In youthful minds, and, if the mother
does not keep her boys from mingling with the
farm Jaborers of the day, in a fuw months she will
sec cause to bitterly regret her neglect. And it is
time that parents should understand the injury they
are inflicting upon their children when they hire
ignornnt laborers, To bLe sure, there are exceptions
to the general rule; for not &ll of that class are cor-
rapt. Yet the generality of them will prove ro,
and one should guard against introducing theminto
the home, Desides the extra work they make the
bousewife should be borne in mind, and a farm-
house should be erected, at an expense of & few
hundred dollars, where the hands could live by
themsclves, and tho housewife not forced to cook
and iron for them, when she bas her hands more
than occupied with her own family.

Eanvy Sowisa.—The following strong evidence
in favor of early sowing is given a Schoharie County
(N.Y.) farmer in a recent issue of the Country
Gentleman : Experience and observation hoth teach
me that in this country we cannot sow ovr spring
groin too eatly ; providing the ground is in good
condition. We should therefore not fail to have
teams, tools and seed all ready the very day the
1and will do to work., I saw the importance of
this last spring, and particularly upon land where
it is desirable to show winter grain after o spring
crop; I had a piece of land with which 1 wished
to do this; I began to work the soil at o time
when I thought if it conld lie a few days longer it
would be in better condition: nevertheless, I did
‘not wait and by so doing was enabled to finish
sowing about 2+ bushels on the 20th of April.  The
next day it commececed to rain, and my journal tells
me that the next sowing was done May 13th, and

illustrated the importance of being ready oun the
first day the land will do to work in the spring. If
1 had been oné day later sowing would have bLeen
kept back two weeks—and that would have delay-
cd putting in the winter crop the samo length of
time. The spring crop I speak of ripened early,
and as soon as harvested the ground was i fine
condition to plow for the winter crops; whereas
those pieces sown two weeks later bevame =0 hard,
from the continued drouth, that it was impossible
to plow them for & month after the crops were
taken off. I do not think we have any rcason to
anticipate on the average any better .prices the
Inst, sedtson than the past, and at present prices we
cannot aftord to raise poor, or half crops. Goed
ones will leave only a small profit.  Thus it is
importaut that everything should be done that can
be i the way of preparing the soil to insure 8 good
crop. Some may say they have good crops and
did not Lalf prepare their ground. Ican only reply
that if they had put the ground in fine condition
they would have had better crops.

Usg tug WrooLe Faryw.—Farming must Le con-
ducted on business principles or it cannot be success-
ful. The first codeavor of & shrewd business man
is to keep all his capital profitnbly employed. He
is not satisfied to malke large profits on a part while
the greater portion is lying idle, nor will Le allow
Iack of care or capitul to rob him of profits which
he might have otherwise made. ‘Too many farmers,
on the contrary think they are doing well when
they make large profits on onc or two crops, ot
fields, though other parts of their farm may noet be
paying anythjng. Often on the cultivated parts of
a farm the results are satisfactory enough, ifit were
not thnt these were so small as not to bay
necessary  expeases  of conducting it. The
farmer finds himself as badly off as the merchant
who made 2 disastrous fuilure while sellmg' ‘all Lis
goods nt one hundred per cent, profit. The ex-
planation is, that the merchant kept a peanutstand
and his receipts wers only fifty cents per day. Th'e
twenty-five cents clear profit did not pay the man's
board and lodging, and be was banlu.upted by por-
sonal expenses, Looking at the subject from this
point of view, we have innumerable agricultural and
other journals urging farmers to reduce their ex-
pensés-—to economize to the utmost extent in their
homes, in travel, and on the farm itself, Theyscem
to forget that farmers ave alrendy far more econo-
mical than any other class, and, withoutany prompt-
ing, have denled themselves Juxuries, and even
comforts deemed indispensable by the residents of
the city. The great majority of farmers, knowing
that they cannot economize in their home npd per-
sonn] oxpenses more than they do,accept this advise
as rocommending the hiring of less la'bor-_-plantmg
-and gowing fewer acres scanty manuring imperfect
cultivation. . In tke meantime, . family and per-
-gonal expenses remain as before, becausgo. they have
already been reduced to the lowest limit: It is easy
‘tb forcso that such a policy can only result in atill
gmaller profits and greater pecuniary embarrase-

meqt.
