The
eminent author has cendensed his most comprehensive experience
into a form adapted particularly to the needs of the student and
practitioner, but the work will none the less be a standard reference
book for the surgeon and the student of special subjects, who will
find the abundant bibliography of indispensable value. It is
believed that in the elimination ol historical matters, and in the
substitution of scttled opinions for the previous discussions of
divergent views, the directness and applicability of the knowledge
presented will increase the favor with which the original work was
received.  The illustrations have been subjected to equally
thorough revision and embrace many new pictures, notably a rich
and instructive series of X-ray full-page plates.
