The Department of National Revenue pub-
lishes a free booklet entitled, “I Declare”
which will give you most of the basic infor-
mation you will need to assist your mem-
bers with their personal declarations.
Copies are available from the Department
or from any passport or customs office in
Canada and at all Canadian international
airports.
