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EXPORT AND IMPORT 
CONTROLS 

Canada has established export and import 
controls on a number of products in order to support 
domestic policies and international commitments and 
agreements. Export controls impose restrictions on goods 
that may be sold or sent from Canada to other countries. 
Import controls set out restrictions on goods that may 
be brought into Canada. 

Controls for a particular product may vary, 
depending on which other country is involved. EAITC 
experts can advise you on: 

• export/import quotas or restrictions that may apply to 
the product you are interested in 

• export/import permits or other documentation that may 
be required.
