The Branch issues publications dealing with the
administration, resources and development of Can-
ada’s Northwest Territories and the Yukon.

Others describe the country’s beauty spots, national
parks and historic sites. There are illustrated
booklets dealing with migratory birds and methods
for their protection.

The Dominion Forest Service issues material on re-
afforestation, forest site classification, soil
investigation, etc. The Service has on hand a number
of booklets designed to appeal to schoolchildren
and concerned with forest conservation and forest
fire prevention.

The Forest Products and Laboratories Branch pub-
lishes information on the nature of Canada’s timber
resources and on the treatment and utilization of
wood.

Documentary films produced by the Parks Bureau deal
with general nature subjects and are circulated
through the distribution facilities of the National
Film Board and through the Branch’s own contacts.
While this Branch has produced a number of films in
the past, its current production program is handled
by the National Film Board.
