Ameiidznnts, including the replacemmnt of a co-praducer, may bc made
in the original contract, but they mnuit be suhmitted for approval by the
competent auduorities of both Parties befoca the co-productionis
fihisheti. ne replacemnent of i co-producer unay b. allowed only in
exceptionil cases and for rusons satisfactory ta both the conipetent
authorities.
