
(b) subsidlies or grants provided by a goverrnment or a stat
enterpris., including govcrnmet-suprted bnans, guarantees
andi insurmnce;

(c> any measure denying investors of the othe Contracting Party
and their invcstments any rigiits or preferences provided to the
aboriginal peoples of a Contracting Party; or

(d) any current or future foreig aïd progri to promote econnic
developmnent, whctiier under a biLateral agreemient, or pursuant
to a multilteral arranigement or agreement, sucii as the OECD
Agreement on Export Credits.

6. Subject to the provisions contained in the Agreemnents concluded under
the World Trade Organiration, including, in particular, Article XIII of
the. GATT 1994, nothing in this Agreement shaHl affect the autiiority of
one Contracting Partty ta decide wiiether or flot ta negotiate with te
other Contmacting Party, or with any third State, quantiatve cxport
restrictions, nar its authority ta allocate tiicm.

7. A Contracting Party may deny the benefits cf this Agreemient ta an
investor of the allie Contacting Party that is an caterprise of the latter
Contracting Party, and to investnents cf its investors, if investors of a
third State own or contrai the. enterprise and thc enterprise bas no
substantial business activities in the teritory cf the. Party under whase
law il is canstituted or organized.

I. Exceptions ta Specifle Obligations:

1 In respect cf inteilectual property rigiits, a Contracting Party may
derogate frina Article IV in a manner that is consistent with the. Final
Act Embodying Uic Resuits of thc Uruguay Round af Multilateral Trade
Negatiatios, dane at Miarrnkesii, April 15, 1994.

2. 'hue provisions cf Article VIII do not apply ta the. issuance cf
compulsouy licenes granted in relation to intellectual property riglits,
or ta the revocation, limitation or creation of intellectual property
rigiits, to Uhc citent that sucli issuance, revocation, limitation or
creation is consistent witii theu Final Act Hmbodying the Resuits of the.
Uruguay Round of Multilateral Trade Negotdations, donc at Mamrkesh,
April 15, 1994.

V. Spelial Provisions relatlng to Tranufers

1. Notwitiistanding thc provisions of Article IX, a Contracting Party may
prevent a tansfer tiirougii the. equitabi., aon-discriminatary and good
failli application of its laws rclating ta:

(a) bankruptey, insolvency or the. protectio cf the. rights cf
creditars;

(b) issuing, trading or dealing un securities;

(c) crimainal or penal offenses;

(d) reports of transfers of curuncy or other monetaiy instruments;
