the Federal Republic of Germany, Ireland, Italy, Japan, Luxemboursg,
tne Netherlands, Norway, the United Kingdom, the United States
met in Washington from February 11 to 13, 1974. The European
Coﬁmunlty was represented as such by the President of the
council and the President of the Commission. Finance Ministers,
Ministers with responsibility for Energy Affairs, Economic
Affairs and Science énd Technology Affalrs also took part

in the meeting. The Secretary General of the OECD also
participated in the meeting. The Ministers examined the
international energy situation and 1its implications and

charted a course of actions to meet this challenge which re-
quires constructive and comprehensive solutions. To this

end they agreed on specific steps to provide for effective
international cooperation. The Ministers affirmed that
solutions to the world's energy problem should be sought 1in

consultation with producer countries and other consumers.
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
