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On motion of Mr., Stuart (Charlotte), seconded by Mr. Brown (Essex
West), it was ordered,—That an humble Address be presented to His Excel-
lency the Governor General, praying that he will cause to be laid before
this House a copy of all letters, telegrams, memoranda and other documents
exchanged during the past year between any department or official of the
Provincial Government of New Brunswick and the Department of National
Health and Welfare, relating to the proposed federal plan for national health
insurance, (*Notice of Motion No. 75).

On motion of Mr. Nowlan, seconded by Mr. Fulton, it was ordered,—That
an humble Address be presented to His Excellency the Governor General,
praying that he will cause to be laid before this House a copy of all letters,
telegrams, memoranda and other documents exchanged, during the past three
years between the Minister of Northern Affairs and National Resources, or any
other Minister or official of the Government of Canada, and any person or
persons, corporations or organizations whatsoever, respecting the acquisition
and/or use and occupancy by the Government of Canada, or any agency
thereof, of the park at Grand Pré, in the Province of Nova Scotia, heretofore
operated by the Dominion Atlantic Railway Company. (*Notice of Motion
No. 78).

The Order being read for the second reading of Bill No. 252, An Act to
amend the Judges Act;

Mr. Garson moved,—That the said Bill be now read the second time.

After Debate thereon; the question being put on the said motion, it was
agreed to,

The said Bill was accordingly read the second time, considered in Com-
mittee of the Whole and reported without amendment.

By unanimous consent, the said Bill was read the third time and passed.

The Bill No. 249, An Act to amend the Department of Transport Act,
was again considered in Committee of the Whole, reported without amend-
ment, read the third time and passed.

The Bill No. 84, An Act to amend the Canadian Farm Loan Act, was
considered in Committee of the Whole, reported without amendment, read the
third time and passed.

The Bill No. 165, An Act to amend the Industrial Development Bank Act,
was considered in Committee of the Whole, and progress having been made
and reported, the Committee obtained leave to consider it again at the next
sitting of the House.
