The weighted average increase in the rates
of pay of all Public Service employees for
each year of the same period is the following:

1963 - 1.8 per cent

1964 - 3.1 per cent

1965 - 7.7 per cent

1966 - 1.7 per cent

In 1967, 1968 and 1969, the increases in pay
were granted in collective agreements which
were signed from April 29, to December 13,
in 1968 and from February 23, te November 4,
in 1969. These salary increases were effective
on July 1, or October 1 of these years, starting
on July 1, 1967.

Except for a 3 per cent interim increase
granted at the initiative of the employer be-
fore negotiations started, the following in-
dicates the general average rate of increase
granted for the period during which collective
bargaining has been in force.
