We must now do everything possible to 
ensure that the person already appointed to the position is 
given the opportunity to get to work as soon as possible on 
behalf of the taxpayers of Canada.

Members of all parties have shown through their speeches 
that they are concerned about public spending. The govern­
ment is showing its concern by the recent announcements of 
many changes being made in an attempt to bring under control 
more and more the spending of the Canadian government, 
especially so in bringing forward this bill.
