[33. One-half of every penalty or forfeiture recovered under this 

Act shall be paid to the person who sues or proceeds for the same, 
and the other half shall be paid into the hands of the Receiver 5 
General.]

34. For the purposes of proceedings under this Act, or any order or 
regulation of the Governor in Council, every offence against this Act, 
or any such order or regulation, shall be deemed to have been com­
mitted, and every cause of complaint under this Act, or any such order 10 
or regulation, shall be deemed to have arisen, either in the place in 
which the same actually was committed or arose, or in any place in 
which the person charged or complained against happens to be.

35. The Act of the Legislature of the Late Province of Canada, 
passed in the twenty-ninth year of Her Majesty’s Reign, Chapter 15 
fifteen, intituled “ An Act to provide against the introduction and
“ spreading of disorders affecting certain animals," is hereby re­
pealed.
