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4. That no voter should be accosted by anyone within a hundred 
feet of the Polling Sub-division.

5. That in the Court of Revision there should be no registration - 
by proxy upon written request by the applicant showing an adequate 
cause for his or her absence.

6. That in the cities, the City Clerk or other officials, should be 
the Returning Officer, and wherever possible, permanent D.R.Os. 
should be appointed by the Electoral Officer in Ottawa.

7. That proportional representation with Group Constituencies in 
urban areas should be inaugurated.

8. That a half-holiday with pay on polling day should be allowed 
to all employees of corporations or other concerns.

9. That as an alternative, if the half-holiday is not granted, an 
extension of the voting hours should be made law.

10. The abolition of election deposits and that increased number 
of signatures be required on the nomination.

11. The repeaT of that part of the Election Act which prevents 
Unions from contributing to election campaigns.

12. That there should be a publication of the source of all 
campaign funds received by all political parties.
