HISTORICAL REMINISCENCES.
Father MeNalty~Col, Baldwin,

Rov. John Mg¢Nulty, the pioneor
parish priest of Mount St. Patrick,
desorves more than a passing
notico in tho ccolesiastical annals
of this Province. Ho was a native
of the county Mayo, Ireland,
whero he received his education in
Claggios and Theology, and was or-
dained Eriost by the late illustrious
Archbishop MoHale, He came to
Cavada in 1840. After doing pioncer
work in Mount St. Patrick and laying

foundations of several flourishing
parishes in the Ottawa district, he
oame to Toronto in 1864 at the esrn-
oat golicitation of Bishop do Ohar-
bonnell.

As priests in those days wore few
and far apart, it devolvad on Father
MoNulty to do the work of many.
His ohief talont and olnof delight
seemed to lie in the building of pres-
byteries and churches, sud in tracing
out plans and foundations for future
Oatholic ition,

by law cstablished in thoir midst. had

H'q wrought many changes and

never ded in gaining tho aff
of tho Welsh qoeple. any are tho
saints of whom the Welsh may proudly
boast, amongst whom we might mention
St. Dubritius (Dryfrig), first Bishop of
Llandaft, St. Teilo, his disciple, and St.
