“They are well
aware what the hydro-eleciric has
do with the Terento Electric Light
Company's rates in Toronto, and the
handwriting is on the wall for the
Hapilton Company, too, if the bylaw
carties next Tuesday.”

This is important in view of the
fact that the complete widening for
any great distance would not be at-
tained for somé years. In the mean-
time the temporary five-foot projec-
tion into a 76-foot street at one or two
points would not be a very serious in-
terference with the great benefit of the
general symmetrical widening that
would be made at an early date.

“Either as a part of such a plan, or
independently upon its own merits, the
advantage of the five-foot widening of
both King and Yonge-straets, as con-
templated by the bylaw now before
the council, is so manifest that it is
difficult to understand why the C. P.
R. Company, in its own interest, does
not at once accept the suggestion and
open negotiations with the board of
contrel for ‘the carryving of it out.”
