London, Aug. 18.—Lo¥rd’ Northeliffe
entertained Canadiarn, Australian and
‘American 'visitor# to luncheon today
in the historical courtyard of .. .
Times office «-ifv . ' Printing House
Square, which hall been roofed over
with a spacious tent for the occasion.
Besides the vigiting Canadlans, Aus-
tralians, and New Zealanders, ,-there
were also present Lord Reading, Pre-
miers Hughes, Massey 'and ' ‘Borden;’
the Australian, Capadian @ and “New
Zealand high commissioners and a
host of other prominent citizens of the
dominions.

Lord Northcliffe, in toasting the
guests, said that the way the boys
from overseas responded at the be-

ginning of the war and Kad been com-

ing over ever since to help the old
country was one of the most touching
things jn history. What they did at
Gallipoli and Vimy Ridge the Ameri-
can heroes have been doing at Cha-
teau Thierry.

One of the great miracles of ihe
world was the way the Americans
had been transported by sea and !and.
The railroad handling alone had ‘been
a great achievement, and all of it had
been done with order and astounding
punctuality far in advance of
government’s promises.

Lord Northcliffe -proceeded ‘to
eriticize the setrecy of the British
government, and the = censorship
whereby the world never realized the
magnitude of Britain's silent effort.
The best proof of what Britain had
done existed In the casualty lists
which the censor did not permit to be
known to us or to the allles, whilst
the Germans knew the extent of
British losses to a man.

His lordship estimated that “we
had had 900,000 men killed during the
war, and last year our total casual-
ties were over 800,000.”

His lordship also stated that every
pacifist newspaper in Great Britain
was subsidized, indicating a lack of
public demand for such publications.

PEOPLE OF MURMANSK

the Murmansk region received with joy
the British force that landed there re-
cently, according to an allied diplo-
mat who has arrivegd in London from
Petrograd, ;

FHE DAY’S EVENTS REVIEWED

In the centre of the battlefield yes-
terday French and Canadin troops
tgrday French and Canadian troops
conjunction with British _elements
against the line of Laucourt, St.
Mard-les-Triot, Goyencourt, Fresnoy-
les-Roye and Fransart Villages. By
evening they had achieved what is de-
scribed. as a substantidl advance
against strong German resistance.

In conjunction with
this operation the French also ad-
vanced far into the Loges Wood, lying
five miles southwest of Roye, and be-
low the River Avre, Before the
opening of this large local action, the
British crushed a counter-attack
against their new position at Damery.

/They took about 250 prisoners .and
many machine guns in this successful
defensive fighting.

As the French on the Avre are now
within a mile and a half of Roye, it
seems probable that they and the
Canadians will complete the operation
of occupying the position in the im-
mediate future. The Germans have
packed the Lassigny-Royeé-Chaulnes
Jine with picked troops and 'are mak-
ing a stout defence, but the allies ap-
parently will not be denied in their
advance. The defence of towns like
Roye, however, against direct assault,
is comparatively easy, as was seen at
Lens, where the cost of capturing it
was prohibitive, The present allied
plan of advancing north and south of
Roye and threatening to surround it,
appears likely to make the Germans
olear out of the town, unless the ene-
my can definitely check the allies upon
the present line. This so far they have
been unable to do.

‘The general scheme of the allies is
to work near enough to both German
flanks ﬁlt Roye and Lassigny so as to
carry these towns by a strong at-
tack, and to throw the German rear
dato confusion. 'Owing to the delay

experienced in approaching these two
points, the enenfy has had time to
evacuate much of his war material.
All this time the allies have been
watchipg warily for a heavy counter-
attack of the Germans. One of the
prime military objects of the allied at-
tack is to compel the enemy to give
battle, and it is always uncertain
whether he will accept the challenge.
If he decides to give battle, this will
fall in with the military gbjects of
the allies, and it will only end the war
the sooner. The Germans, meanwhile,
have been withdrawing troops from

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Buildings Started in July Will Be
" Ready in September and
October.

_ The promptness with which big under-
ftakings can be tackled and rushed to
mpletion by private ent ise, even
in war times, is aptly illustrated in the
Town of Leaside at the present moment,
The Leaside Munition Co., Ltd, start-
ed to break ground on July 1 for a mas-
sive machine shop close to their present
big plant, 640 feet long by 130 feet wide,
covering approximately two acres of
ground, and a forge shop, 280 feet long
by 160 feet wide, standing on one-quarter
acre, At the present time three-fourths
of the roof is on, and laying of the
floors is being proceeded vlth’and, ac-
cording to the rate of ess) the com-
pany expects to complete the forge build-
ing and start operations in September,
and the machine shop in October.
Extensive Machine Shop,

According to J. Warren, engineer, the
machine shop is a solid-brick structure,
with 20 feet steel truss centres and roof
beams of solid steel, factory ribbed steel
sash, and three-inch plank roof. The ap-
proximate weight of steel used is 760
tons. The building will be heated with
the latest improved hot-air system, con-
sisting of fans driven by a steam engjne,
which -delivers hot air to a system of
overhead galvanized iron heating ducts,
These ducts are so arranged as to de-
liver hot air at various intervals, The
building will be electric lighted thruout.

The machine tools are arranged in
groups and driven by independent mo-
tors, mostly 75-horse power, to eliminate
loss in friction, The boiler house on the
north side .of the machine shop will be
fitted. up with b500-horse-power boilers,
and adjoining will be the fan room and
compressor room. These buildings will
be connected with a radial brick chim-
ney, about 100 feet high/ »

The forge shop will be a steel frame
building, with galvanized iron roof, with
pump room at one end, containing six
large motor~driven pumps, and four hy-
draulic accumulators, also forging presses
and, draw benches,

The foundations go down solid about
ten feet,

Ten large fuel oil tanks are also being
installed.

New Office Bullding,

The erection of a solid-brick, two-
storey office building, 656 feet by 70 feet,
is now in contemplation, the present
office premises being inconvenient and
inadequate.

A one-storey, solid-brick store build-
ing, 60 feet by 150 feet, wily also be
erected . shortly, . The buildings are well
protected from fire with & 75,000-gallon
water tank and hose sprinklers.

There are 630 men working on the ma-
chine shop_and forge buildings, and are
made up of all nations under the sum,
with the exception of the alien enemy,

The machinery for the two buildings is
in and adjoining structure ready to be
installed.

The company is also putting in a com-
plete installation of storm sewers, water
and sanitary fixtures,

One mile of private tracks run thru
the plant to the C.P.R.

. Transportation Problem,

Between 1000 and 2000 additional em-
ployes will be required when the build-
ings are completed for the manufacture
of 12-inch United States shells.

“The transportation.of the additional
number of employes is a problem which
will have to be solved,” said’ an official
of the company, and the only real solu-
tiop is a car line,” he said,

The Leaside Bus Co, expects to have
two additional buses running between
Farnham avenue and Leaside as soon as
they can be built, according to the state-
ment of a member of the bus company,
“At rush hours, morning and evening,
we carry 160 passengers with our pres-
e:ﬂ. service of two buses, but this is

GERMAN AIRDROMES

Peking, Aug. 16.—The Chinese Gov-
ernment has cancelled the appoint-
ment of its minister ‘o0 the Vatican
and has ordered the minister, who
has reached Madrid on his way to
Rome, not to proceed.

STATION IN LORRAINE 1
ATTACKED BY FRENCH

French Bombing Squadrons Make Ex-
peditions Behind B-ttlo Zone.

Paris, Aug. 15.—The following offi-
cial communication was issued:

“Aviation: On Aug. 15 our crews
drowned or put out of action 23 enemy
airplames. Thursday night our bomb-
ing squadrons made several expedi-~
tions behind the battle zone and
dropped more than 14 tons of explos-
ives on railroad stations at Nesle and
St. Quentin, and ‘ on bivounacs at
Champion and Guiscard, where sev-
eral fires were observed.
