Thomas Wofterd, one of the depu-
ties, who escaped, carried the news
to Tahlequah to-day, and Marshal
Daraugh issued orders to rush every
deputy marshal in the northern dis-
trict of the Indian Territory to the
scene. Detalls of the fight have not
yet been received.

Marshal Daraugh, in addition, wired
the department of justice at Washing-
ton, asking authority to swear in 1
additional deputies and to offer $1
reward for each of the outlaws, dead
or alive.
