area from the best the .Yukon has, Klon
dike and all, so far as not alrggdy taken—
a mere bagatelle. Tt is on record that
there are minin glocations in that country
an acre or less in extent, worth each half
a million or more. Half a dozen of such
holes would repay Messrs, Mackenzie and
Mann for their entire outlay, and they get
three million Yukon acres to go on. In ad-
dition the Government gives to Mackenzle
and Mann a monopoly for five years of the
rallway busimes of the Yukon. No other
railway can be constructed from the Pacitic
coast .into the Yukon country. The
first monopoly clause prohibits for
five years any other rallway
from Alaska through Canadian territory
to the Yukon. The second monopely clause
prohibits for 10 years any other rajlway
frem the British Columbia coast to the
Yukon, The whole coast access is block-
ed tq Americans and Camadians. The
thing Is cast iron, Messrs. McKenzie and
Mann become the sole gatewgy to the
northern eldorado, - If the Canadian Paci-
fic is behind them, as is likely, the tre-
mendous grip of that glant corporation
closes with more vice-like certainty than
ever upon our Northwest, If the Canadian

ccific is not behind McKenzie and Mann,
it Is in their power to throw the whole
bisiness of the Yukon into the hands of
whatever United States transcontinental
line may offer them their price.”

The Journal goes on to comunent on the
way the deal was put- through, and con-
demns the Government for giving other
reltable Canadian capitalists a throw-
down, !

How About Other Charters?.

In connection with the monopoly clauges
apologists for Government have not ex-
plained how it is proposed to get rid of
existing Yukon railway charters granted
by the Parliament of Canada last session,
They are two in number: (1) The British
Yukon Miuning, Trading and Transporta-
tion Company (the Duke of Teck's syn-
dicate), which fs authorized to bu}ld over
the White Pass to Selkirk, (2) The Yukon
Mining, Trading and Transportation Com-
pany (foreign), .which consists chiefly of
Wilmingten (Del) capitalists. :

The latter company is empowered to con-
strict a railway from Taku Inlet to Tes-
Hn Lake, a distance of about 140 miles.
To the landing place on the Taku ocean
steamboats can run, and passeagers and
freight can be trans-shipped in Canadian
ferritory. - The American charter  which
will pass Congress this session, will give
the ¢tompany the further power to build
direct from the coast, The route has been
survéyed by Mr. Platt, a well-knowu Am-
erican_railway engineer, and he erports

t the line can easily be bullt,

The campe.ntg is prepared to comstryct
the ‘railway is season, having received
a guaranteed offer from a reliable firm of
coutractors to have the Ilne finished be-
fere next winter,” Not unnaturally, there-
fore, questions may be asked, what are
the intentions of the Government respect-
ing these charters?

ALABRMING POSSIBILITIES.

Bold Thing for the Government to Do Just
on the Eve of the Session, Sena-
tor Miller Thinks.

Ottawa, Jan. 28.—(Special.)~To-day I ran
across Senator Miller, one of the oldest and
ablest members of the Upper House, 'The
Senitor was asked if he bhad read The
Globe's article yesterday. in relation to.the
proposed raiflway. He replied in the. ‘af-
srmative. He continued: *“Of course, I am
not in a position to say, in the absence of
ful'er Information, whether this scheme is
or is not a wise or advantageous one. The
posssibilities, however, involved in it are,
to say the least, very alarming, and it is a
bold thing for the Government to enter into
such a contract on the very eve of the
meeting of Parliament,” Urgency may prob-
ably, and, perhaps, not unfairly, be pleaded
in the ptemises, but there Is a diiférence
between urgency and indecent haste. It is
true the scaeme is to be subjcct to the ap-
proval qof - Parliament, but we all know
that. Parliament will virtually not be a
free agemt-in dealing with it, if it has to
consider the subject after the Governmeni
ias entered Into a contract. In fact, It
might be fair.y contended that it would be
a vioddtion of the privileges of Parliament
to close such a contract within a little
more than a week of the meeting of the
Legislature,”

THE DEAR OLD WITNESS.

The dear old Montreal Witness approves
of the Yukon Railway deal, But, more than
approving of It, it has lost its breath in its
sorprise at the excellence of the deal for
Canada, Listen to this: :

There is to be no money grant or ad-
vance. That takes one’s breath away,
Tuere is, on the comtrary, to be a cash
deposit with the Government of a quar-
ter of a million dollars as security that
the bargain will be fully carrled out.
This also is unprecedented, What we
find strange is that capitalists should
have consented to allow traffic rates to
be controlled by the Government.

After The Witness recovers' its breath
we trust it will look at these points:

Why were not tenders asked for?

What is the valuz of the pick of 4,000,-
000 acres of Yukon gold-bearing country?

Why should Government create a mon-
oply, and then give it away?

‘* Liberal Principle.”’

Hamilton Spectator: A'most every Grit
paper in the Jand bas polited with pride
to the fact that the Government has secured
the butlding of the Klondike Railway
“without the expenditure of a dollar of
money.” .But the Government has given
the comtractors something, and so much of
that something that they risk the putting

of a quanrter of a million of dollars to be
forfeited to the Government if they fadl
to eomplete the road and earn thelr some-
thing before September. This somerliing,
which hgappens to be earth containing ores,
growing timiber, and pervhaps fanming lana,
is not money, but 48 worth money, and that
it is conrddered to be worth a good deal of
money is fully proved by the acf of the
contractors in agreélng to risk that q_;gxﬂer
of a milition of dellars. 5

When a famner trades off a load of wheat
for drygoods he does nothing wonderfud.
The transaction amounts to exactly the
same thing as if he had sold the wheat for
casb and had paid the cash for the dry-

goods.

It is the same with the Government in
this railway deal. 'The Government gives
fand worth a great deal of momey to tiy
contraotors, and it amounts to exactiy the
same thing as if the Government had
agreed to pay. cash. The land is worth
money, and having parted with it the Gov-
ernment is poorer by just the value of the
land. In thh; particular case the value of
the land canmot be estimated. It ma, be
worth many millions, It may be wonrth
billions. It must be closely examined be-
fore its value is determined; but it is quite
evident that the tallyway contractors are
satisfied to take it at the lowest posstble
estimate,

Ever since the Maecdonald Government
cured the bullding of the Canadian’ Pacific
Raflway by giving grants of land to the
company, Grit politicians and newspapers
have not ceased to denounce that way of
dalng business, and it is simply to conceal
the .fact that the Government has agam
vidlated ‘‘Liberal principle,” that this glad
atory_about no money being expended upon
the Yukon Rallway finds a place In the
Gnit papers. If the principle was bad when
the deal with the Canadian Pacific was
made, it is bad now. But our esteemed
contemporaries of the Grit persuasion have
been frequently oompeiled by the Laurier
Government to swallow themselves, as it
were, and this lttle Yukon Rallway deal

won’t stick in their throats.

James’ schookhouse Jast night, a resolu-
tion by Rev. Dr. Potts was passed en-
dorsing the course of the Government in
moving the Penetanguishene Reforma-
tory to good farm land and in moving
the girls in the Girls’ Reformatory from
the contaminating influence of the Wo-
men's Reformatory. It also commended
