Ald. Crane lald all the fault on the bylaw,
which, he sald, was clumsily framed and
hastily rushed through Council. Many per-
sons were supplied with water at less than
cost of production and others were over-
taxed. The best thing to do would be to
repeal the bylaw; then they could deal with
brewers and other councerns on their respec-
tive merits,

Illegal Collection.

Ald. Stewart strongly supported the brew- |
ers’ contention. Last year the city collect-
ed $107,000 illegally. It took from the peo-
ple that amount mores than is required to
run the Waterworks Department.

The chairman. stated that the committee |
was powerless to give effect to the represen- !
tations of the brewers. |

City Treasurer’'s Report.

The chairman produced & report by City'
Treasurer Coady, which showed that the |
revenue of the Waterworks Department has
during the past five years been far in ex-|
cess of the expenditure. The gross revenae
of the department from 1804-08, inclusive,
has been, approximately, $2,300.000, and the
expenditure for maintenance of the depart-
ment, including cest of pumping and all
running expenses, has been $768,347. The
amount paid for interest and sinking fund
on debentures issifed for waterworks pur-
poses during the same period was $1,124,-
842, making the total expenditure less than
$£1,900,000. This shows a elear profit in the
five years. of nearly $400,000, or, in other
words, consumers of water in the city have !
been called npon during those years to pay
that amount for this great necessary of life
in' excess of actual cost of supplying it to
them, an average of about $80,000 per an-
num.

Surplus Over Revenue.

During 1598 the revenune cofllected from
Individual citizens was $382.578:.from the
corporation and other large consumers, $83,-
435 was collected, and from miscellaneous
sources the receipts amounted to $4720,mak-
ing a total revenue of $470,733. The cost
of maintenance of the mechanieal and en-
gineering branch of the department was
$119,281, and the expnenditure in tho office
branch $25.716. making a total exvenditure.
for opefation and eollection of revenue of
$144,997;: . the amount chargeable to the
Waterworks Department for interest and
sinking fund upon the debentures issued for
waterworks purposes was $272,400 making
a total expenditure of $367.397. and leaving
a surplus of revenue over expenditure of
$103,336.

If the proposal to make the interest and
sinking fund a charge upon the general rate
and collect from the consumers the mctual
cost of pumping the water were acted upon,
only about $150,000 per annum would have
to be raised in water rates, and the water
rates conld be reduced to one-third the pre-
sent . tariff. y

More Fignres Needed.

The chairman wished- for more informa-
tion than Mr. Coady's figures afforded; for
instance, the total’ debt charged against
the waterworks, also the cost of construe-
tion and other detalls, - These figures Mr.
Coady said he wonld endeavor to obtain
before the next meeting of the committee
a fortnight hence.

Abolish Water Rates.

Ald. Spence said there was ground for
complaint- by citizens of overcharging in
water rates, Twenty million gallons were
being pumped, and ‘only half that quantity
was used.- He complained of the unjust
levying ‘'of water rates, -which bore heavily
on the poor. Big buildings, outside manu-
factories, pay, he sald, practically nothing.
Wage-earners and householders paid the
greater amount. Justice would never be
done until water rates were abolished alto-
gether, and the cost of running the depart-
ment put into the general tax rate.

In concluding a vigorous speech, Ald,
Spence gave notice that at the next meet-
ing he would move'that, in the opinion of

' the committee, legislation should be applied

for in order to effect this reform in water
rates. s
