The past week has been one of bull ac-
tivity in Wall-street, and the ive days’
trading bas shown heavier sales than ror
any such continued period since early in
the summer. Starting out from tpe inz2p-
tion of the proposed Northwestern Rall-
way settlements, some three weeks 2go,
confidence seems to have been gathering
force, and the outside public, at this stage,
are beginning to show the intecest in
stock movements so apparent last fall and
all thru the spring. The fraqient yre-
diction that monetary conditions would
prevent active speculations has fallen flat,
when the conditions of the past few days
are reviewed. The bank statement of a
week ago was, under general conditions, a
deterrent to any higher immediate prices,
and gold snipments made during the week
would, ordinarily, have a bearish tendeacy.
1o-day’s showing of the New York hanks,
while it discloses an unlocked-for decrease
in loans, aiso aisplays a tangidle decrzase
in the surplus. London traders have heen
averse in their dealings, and the action in
Wall-street must have been impeded some-
what by this action. Sterling exchange
has had a very firm character, and yet,
netwithstanding these apparent drawbacks,
the bull sentiment on the New York Ex-
ehange has taken on renewed force. and,
up till to-day, has shown no abatement.
Viewing the nst of active stocks Ior the
past tew weeks, it will be observed that
one or two issues have, every few days,
been singled out for speclal treatment.
The larger portion of the list has now
been brought up to about a parity, and,
with a continuance of this action, the in-
coming week ould see a spurt in those
stocks that have been allowed to rest,

while their companions have been worked |

until they showed a tired feeling. There
are some rafiroad stocks among the list
that yet offer inducements for investment
purposes, at figures above to-day’s closing
quotations, and if the upward movemeat
_cannot be checked by outside considera-

tions higher prices will rule for some
time to come. An appended list, with
quotations of a week’s comparisons; will
show that, with three exceptions, the
stocks have risen from 1 to 8 points dur-
ing the week. The principal action has
been seen in the railroads, the tractions
receiving exceptional support during this
morning’s board. Those stocks whicn
showed. galns some days ago have been
kept at about steady prices, as bave the
industrials, which have yet to exhibit a
return of life, In summing up, it seems
only reasonable to look for some reaction
during the incoming week; but, failing un-
foreseen circumstances, the market is alt>-
gether likely to show expansion in values.

Locally, the strength dislayed on the New
York Exchange has as yet had little
dhortage or loanable funds has been givel
as the prime reason for lack of speculation,
and, while this is undoubtedly true, it Is
nlso stated that many Canadian speculat-
ors are awaiting an opportunity to get out
of New York stocks, acquired many monihs
ago, before venturing’ to assist i Holsting
home stocks. Twin City has made freer
movement during the week, and exhibits
a gain of 3 points since last Saturdays Cid
P, R. has been most disappointing. »{Ehe,
stock has been bought for a good rise, and
its lack of actlvity is unexplained, except
nhat London has not yet wakened up to the
fact of the road's recent enormous earn-
ings. On the New York Board to-day It
sold $er 1125, about a point above last
week's closing price here. Dominion Steel
has failed to hold last week's price, and
sales made In the week show a loss of
about 3 points: Dominlon Coal has also
failed to the extent of about 1 point. The
general list inclines to steadiness, with
Dank stocks feeling a little more strength.
Montreal trading has been quiet during
the week, with slight variation In values.
The finterprovincial listed stocks have
moved in unison with Toronto. Richelies
has shown movement during the week to
the extent of a rise of 2 points. Dominion
Cotton has exhibited no fireworks durin
the week, and may naturally be expecte
to have touchied bottom.

HENRY CLEWS' LETTER.

a——
New York, Nov. 9.—(Clews' Letter).—The
Stock Market has shown much strength
dm-ln‘gi the past week, the advance being
well distributed and well sustained. The
chief stimulant was powerful manipulation
based upon progress in the Northern Paci-
fic deal.~ Such complicated and wide-reach-
ing . arrangements as this particalar one
cannot be carried to completion without
friction and delay; but If all reports are
true, very @ubstantial progress has been
made, and the negotiations may be an-
nounced as completed at any time.

While conditions are less favorable than
a year ago, and there are weak polints that
will bear watching, yet the sltuation at the
moment seems more favorable to an up-
ward than a downward movement. From
nearly all sections of the country come re-
ports of continued good business - coadl-
tions. On almost every side there are the
most positive evidences of great industrial
activity, and as yet there are no important
signs of cessation. Good judges expect the
beom in iron to continue for some months
to come, and nni recession from present
high and profitable prices would simply
bring in a new lot of orders that would
keep both new and old capacity fully em-
ployed. The woolen goods trade, which is
rarely what is called prosperous, is in bet-
ter condition to-day than for a long period,
and so the list could be extended. Prices
in general are very high, and as in the case
of iron. slight recessions will quickly re-
vive any abatement in demand.

At the moment the most unfavorable fea-
ture in the market is the foreign situation.
The European markets are in an exceeding-
ly sensitive state owing to well undor-
stood causes, and with another British
lcan in prospect American stocks are quite
likely to be sold for shipment to the United
States in an advancing jmarket. This of
course would not be favorable to the for-
elgn exchanges. The cotton movemeat,
however, has been backward for a period,
and Increased exports of this staple would
tend to -discourage gold shipments. 'The
local money market is not entirely free
of danger, bank reserves being low and
the return of currency from the South be-
ing tardy, owing to the backward move-
ment of the cotton crop. Some relief will
he afforded by Secretary Gage's offer to
buy bonds and by the increase of money in
cireulation; but the Treasury is still a dis-
turbing feature, locking up funds -ollected
by excessive taxation. Congress séems
likely to do little during the coming ges-
sion; it could at least earn the goodwill
g‘x:;l parties by. cutting off superfluous
The market has had a good advance and
is exposed to setbacks unless firmly sup-
ported by its present leaders. On all good
rallies we advise profit-taking. The insid-
ers have stocks to sell and the long wull
is not as safe as a year ago. There will,
however, be plenty of money to invest af-
ter January 1st; and if a bull campaign
is on the market may be well supported
until that period, if not latep.

Mitylene is no jonger
the centre of disturbance, since the Suitan
has been coerced, more rapldly thag hbad
been considered likely, by a naval demon-
stratfon. Now that the affair 1s virtually
ended, the English press perceives the great
gain in prestige made by the French gov-
ernment in the vigorous management ot
diplomacy snd naval armaments and the
fmportance of the moral support derived
from the Dual Alllance. France has reas-

#

 serted a protectorate over the Sultan’s

Roman Catholic subjects and strengtbened
her position materially in the near east.
This is the English view, frankly express-
ed, and the German BEmperor is credited
with sagacity In remaining in the back-
ground and not offering to interfere,

The Liberal followers of Gladstone na-
turally point the moral that the Armenian
atrocities would have been punished It
not prevented by an energetic demonstra-
tion by a British fleet in the Mediterra-
nean. The Eastern question Involves a
complex system of checks and balances,
which would be disordered by a sudden
impingement of any new force. What has
happened in this instance has received the
full approval of the powers in advance.
Not only Russia: but all the powers under-
stood how far France would go, and M.
Delcasse was aseured tHat no offence would
be taken in any quarter. The equilibrum
of the European concert has not been
disturbed, and no redistribution of forces
has been required. The chief result pro-
duced 1s the increased importance of France
in affairs in the near east, In which the
German Emperor alone hag taken any In-
terest in recent years.
