Drunkenneds was a tashionable vice
even within the memory of mén ROwW Hving,
but it bas become Increasingly abhorrent
to all classes of the community, and this
has been due partly to the spread of educa
tion and the provision of means for re-
creation, and partly to the efforts of in-
dividuals and moderabe temperance organi-
zations, but not in any degree to the wild
and totaliy umacceptable demands of the
prohibitionists.
