MAYOR ENTERTAINS THE ALDERMEN

Splendid Concert Given By the Sepa-
rate School Children—Conserva-
tives in Merry Mood.

Hamilton, Dec. 80.—The final meeting of
the 1901 City Council was held this even.
ing. For a last gathering, it was quite a
talkative one. Mayor Hendrie presided,
and twenty aldermen were present.

The Board of Works recommended in its
report the payment of & number of small
claims against the city, and these were
agreed to.

Many Recommendations

These recommendations were added to
the report of the Fire and Water Conmdt-
tee, already before the aldermen: That
John Dickenson, the filtering basin con-
tractor, be paid the full amount of his
claim, with $120 for interest, on his giving
the city a full release on the contract and
for all extras; that the widow of Fireman
Smith, killed recently, be granted $10 a
month for 24 months and one month full
pay; that the Skedden Brush Co. be paid
$100 for damages done to its factory; that
A. Henderson be placed on the permanent
list of the Fire Department, and that the

West end fire hall be opened on the under-
standing that no additional expense is
placed on the department.
The aldermen didin’t like to have such an
avalanche of recomdoendations thrust on
them in this way, and discussed the com-
mittee's repert clause by claunse. That re-
cemmending that the asphalt pavements
be sprinkled by hoorse carts, instead of a
special trolley, cansed some debate, severai
of the aldermen being opposed to the cart
system. The recommendation was carried.
Referred Back
In regard to the Dickenson econtract, It
was explained that the cost of the excava-
vation was $20,375, the claim made for
balance $8375, and the proposed settlement
$€600. A motion to refer the recommend-
ation back brought a vote of 10 to 10. and
the Mayor voted to refer back. Ald. King-
don considered the city was not treating
Mrs. Smith generously, and moved that she
be given $500 and exemption from taxation.
Several aldermen pleaded for the matter
to be left to the new Council, and #t was
decided to refer the matter back.
The Skedden recommendation was agreed
to by a vote of 13 to 4.
No objection was made to the Henderson
appointment.
Ald. Birrell and Wallace moved to refer
back the West-end Firehall proposal, but,
after some discussion, the comittee’'s re-
commendation was earried by 12 to 7.
Business Ended.
A bylaw was passed appointing Abner
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Fraser auditor, to succeed Alexander
Whyte, resigned. This terminated the
city’s business, and the Council ended after
the al¢ en, on motion of Ald. Waddell
and AIW Walker, passed a vote of thanks
to the Mayon.
