LABOR CONFERENCE.

Meeting of Far-Reaching Importance
at Washington.

WASHINGTON, March 18.-~A confer-
ence of far-reaching importance to bla-
bor began here to-day. Participating
are President Gompers and the mem-
bers of the executive council of the
American_Federation of Labor, to-
gether with the executive officers of the
International Trades Unions of Ameri-
ca, who.met pursuant to & call issued
by President Gompers to consider the
cénsequences of the recent injunction
décisions of the supreme court of the
United States affecting labor organi-
zations, with vparticular reference to
the Danbury Hatters, case, in. which
that court substantially held that la-
bor organizations were to be considered
trusts as much as organizations of
capital.

The conference will -take up the
amendments - to the Shermén Antl-
Trust Act, which are being drafted to
prevent injustice thru the operation of
law: to organizations of laboring men,
particularly thru injunctions.

WALK OVER GREAT BRIDGE.

Pedestrians  Traverse ' Structurs
Which Cost $25,000,000.

NEW YORK, March 18.—The great
cantilever structure over East River,
known as Blackwell's Island ‘Bridge,
which was comstructed at a cost of
nearly $25,000,000, was traversed its en-
tire - length by pedestrians t_o-da.y for
the first time. Aldermam Timothy P.
Sullivan was the first man to cross the.
bridge.

The length of the main span is 1182
feet between the towers. On the
lcwer deck, projectting . beyond - the
trusses, there will be a roadway. wide
enough for four three-horse teams to
pass abreast. On each side of and
apart from this roadway there will be
two trolley tracks.

In the middle of the upper deck, be-
tween the trusses, therg are to be two
promenades, each eleven feet wide. The
six tracks. across the bridge are esti-
mated to have a capacity of 150,000,000
passengers a year under ordinary con-
ditions of trafiic.

HONORED THEIR MEMORY.

Silent Tribute to Dead Revolutionists
at Berlin.

BERLIN, March 18.—The people of
the east side of Berlin paid silent
tribute to-day to the memory of the
revolutionists who were killed in the
street fighting in this city in 1848.

An imposing crowd of ggympathizers
gathered at the graves”of the dead
men in Friederichshain Park, which
is not the centre of the east side dis-
trict, and heaped them high with
flowers and wreaths. The police had
taken ample precautions to prevent
any outbreak, ‘but their services were
not called for,

Acquitted.

J. Venerandi, chief clerk for L. P.
Scarrone, proprietor of an' Italian em-
ployment bureau, was acquitted in the
police court yesterday on a charge of
obtaining $4.76 by fraud from Rebech-
ni Antenio, one of a number of labor-
ers whom the bureau sent to Parry
Sound for work. Antenio accused the
agent of false pretences, but the latter
produced the telegram calling for men
at once for the northern town at $1.75
per day, and the magistrate dismissed
the charge.

Karl Hau is Dying.

KARLSRUHE, March 18.—Karl Hau,
the former professor of Washington, D.
C., who is serving a _#fe sentence here
for the murder of his mother-in-law,
Mrs. ‘Molitor, in 1906, is hopelessly ill
of consumption in the Bruchsal Peni-
tentiary.

K. L Borden Def'e_ﬁds His Bill for
Automatic By=Elections—A
Day of Routine.

OTTAWA, Marchi 18.—(\@pecd;al.)—
The house of commons to-day dispos-
ed of a large number of measunes pro-
posed by private members,

Several bills were read the second
time, including the Election Act q.me.nd-
ments of Claude Macdonell and A. (o
Alcorn, and R. L. Borden’s bili"to pro-
vide for the automatic issue of writs
for by-elections. &

Mr. Paterson Informed Mr, Monk
that $504,884 had been collected in cus-
tcms duties on materials imported from
the United States for the construction
of the Quebec bridge.

Mr. Clements was informed by Mr,
Paterson that Benjamin Pacaud had
not been appointed to the customs staff
at Windsor.

Raw Wool Importations.

The amounts of raw wool imported
into” Cani in 1905-6-7 were ',011,211
Ibs., 6,811,387 lbs. and 6,310,179 Jbs. All
of this, except 690 lbs., was enterea
free, Mr, Paterson informed Mr. Stan-
fleld. .

Mr. Armstrong was told by the post-
master-general that claims made by
daily papers for reimbursement on ac-
count of dxtra postage on papers had
been compromised by allowing them a
refund of three cents pound. No com-
plaints had been received from the
Canadian Press Association regarding
rates on weekly papers. o G

.Sir Wilfrid Laurier told. Mr, Arm-
strong that communications had been
received by the government from the
Montreal Board of Trade and Harbor
Commissioners with reference to the
raising of the Quebec bridge, it being
represented that the structure should
be 190 feet above the water. The ques-
tion had not been disposed of.

Mr. Fieiding sald in reply to Mr. Fos-
ter that thedredge Sir Wilfrid Laurier
would be completed June 1, 1908, at &
cost of $90,000, The government did
not adventise for tenders for the con-.
struction of the scow necessary for the
work of the dredge, but asked the
Collingwood Shipbuilding Co, and the
Polson Iron Works of Toronto to tender
for the work. The contract was award-
ed to the former at a cost of $34,000.

Mr. Foster also enquired as to the
rental by the government of the Cana~
dian building owned by the Imperial
Realty <Co. Mr. Fielding said the
amount paid for space in the building
wag $42,637 a year. ,

Automatic By-Elections. .

R.' L. Borden’s bill to amend the
Houge of Commons Act by providing
for automatic bygelections was read a
second -time. The idea- he explained,
was to prevent undue delay in issuing
writs when vacancy occurs. The prime
minister thought the proposal drastic.
In the past vacancies nad been filled
within a reasonable period. He fear-
ed the bill might cause trouble and he
cited two vacancies which occu
during the pear previous to the ‘gen-
eral election of 1896, Bellechasse and
Pontiac, when neither party, and he
thought rightly, desired an election.
Yet, had this law been ' in force by-
elections must have been held a short
time before dissolution. He suggested
that the bill be given a second reading
and allowed to stand over to be con-
sidered with Mr. Aylesworth's Elec~
tion Act amendments.

Mr. Borden demurred. The prime
minister’s objection could easily be re-
moved by giving parliament the power
to control the issue of writg.in case
parliament was soon to expire. Va-
cancies had not always been fllled with-
in a reasonable period. In St. James
division of Montreal the vacancy cov-
ered a whole session, and in North Ren-
frew the late Ross government delayed
a by-election 18 months. The Ontario
law, passed as a result of the Renfrew
vacancy, was working satisfactorily.
The bill was read a second time, as was
also Mr. Alcorn’s Election Act amend-
ments. Both will be considered with
Mr. Aylesworth’s bill.

Compulsory Voting.

Claude Macdonell's bill providing
for compulsory voting received the
same treatment, without discussion.
E. M. Macdonald’s bill to put the In-
tencolonial and Prince Edward Island
Railways on the same footing as other
railways in regard to liability to claims
for damage by fire was also read a
second time. It would be taken up
with Mr. Graham's Railway Act
amendments. {

Dr. Barr moved the second reading
of his bill to amend the Railway Act.
It proposes to permit stringing of tele-
phone, telegraph and electric wires un-
der or over rallway tracks on giving
ten days’ notice of intention to do so.
The bill was read a second time,

Mr. Lavergne (Montmagny) secured a
second reading for his bill to provide
for the printing of notices in French
and English on the I.C.R.

Mr. MeCool's resolution for papers
relating to the Georgian Bay Canal
was further discussed and adopted.

Grand Master C. E. Cameron,
Iroquois, i8 presiding. About 500 mems=
bers are in attendance. Rev. Canon
Allman, Burk's Falls, offered prayer.
Past Grand Master Cornétt conferred
the Grand Lodge degree on 260 new
delegates and Grand Master Cameron
welecomed - them to Grand - Lodge. ' M.
A. James, Bowmanville, was appointed
official press reporter. T. Bloodworth
and W, A, Bolduc were appointed grand
guides to assist W. C. Mikel, K.C,

Past Grand Master A. A, Aird, Win-
nipeg, was introduced by Grand Trea-
surer F. G. Inwocod and received a
