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be rolled back, but instead it was increased ta $25 1,600, which
was an increase af $17,267 or 7.4 per cent.

Mr. Johnston: Where was the AIB?

Mr. Nystroin: As the hon. member says, where were they?
Where was the Minister of Finance when John Armstrong, the
president ai Imperial Oul, had bis saiary go up ta over one
quarter ai a million dollars? As if that was not good enough,
the executive vice-president, James G. Livingstone, had bis
saiary increased ta $145,000, which is an increase af $ 17,967,
or 14 per cent.

An hon. Member: Are yau against the amount or the
money?

Mr. Nystroni: 1 amn against tbe increase. It is interesting ta
note that one Liberal does nat seem ta get the point. It is very
unfair that these corparate executives have received huge
saiary increases while ordinary Canadians have had their
salaries roîied back.

Mr. Knowîes (Winnipeg North Centre): The original
amounts were tao large, in the iirst place.

Mr. Nystrom: If the han. member from southern Ontario
wants me ta reread the lîst, i can. I wauid be wiiling ta do that
in order ta make my point clearer. I reaiiy do not think I have
the time, but 1 was deaiing with Imperial Oul

An hon. Member: What have you got against the size?

Anti-Inflation Act

Mr. Nystron: 1 arn against the size. 1 do not think the
president of Imperial Oul is worth $25 1,600. Does the han.
member really think the president of that company is worth
that amnount of money? If that is the case, 1 invite that
member to get Up on bis feet and say sa. i arn sure bis
constituents would be interested ta know that. Is he in favour
of that man receiving an increase af $17,267 in 1976, despite
bis huge salary?

Returning ta the eighteenth company, the executive vice-
president af Imperiai Oil is a man by the name of Donald K.
Mclvor. He received a salary increase of $18,013, which is 16
per cent. Perhaps ail these gentlemen have Liberal member-
ships. His increase brought his salary up from $112,987 ta
$131,000 per annurn. This is under contraIs. What is going ta
happen when the contrais program ends?

The nineteenth company is Kaiser Resources Ltd. The
executive vice-president, Robert McPhail, received an increase
af $22,059, which is 21.4 per cent. 1 should like ta finish
deaiing with this company, if I may. The vice-president,
